This letter is to advise you of your recycling responsibilities for 2010. Items to be
recycled are listed below, and the following pages will inform you of the proper methods
of disposal.

The cooperation of all residents is needed to make our recycling program effective. Be
advised that random inspections will be made to determine compliance with our recycling
ordinance. Any household found to be in violation will be subject to enforcement

actions.

The following is a list of items that must be source separated and recycled in Morris

County:
Newspaper Tires
Corrugated Cardboard Lead-Acid Batteries
Mixed Paper Metal Appliances
Aluminum Cans Used Motor Oil
Plastic Bottles (Coded 1 and 2) Natural Wood Waste
Glass Bottles and Jars Hazardous Dry Cell Batteries
Steel (Tin) Cans Oil-Contaminated Soil ‘

Leaves, Grass Clippings & Brush

Newspaper must be tied with string in bundles no higher than 18 inches. Papers will not
be picked up if they are contained in plastic bags. Newspapers will be picked up on
Fridays according to the enclosed schedule.

Commingled materials include: aluminum cans, steel (tin) cans, glass bottles of all
colors and plastic bottles coded #1 and #2. They will be picked up curbside on Fridays
according to the enclosed schedule. Note: Plastic bags, plastic toys, etc. are not
acceptable for recycling by our vendor.
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
