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The workshop meeting of the Borough of Riverdale Mayor and Council opened on the
above date at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor Budesheim announced that proper notice of this meeting was made as to time,
date, place and agenda.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NO. 1:

There being no comments, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded by
Councilwoman Wetzel, to close the public session.

OTHER BUSINESS:

A letter from Joseph Musumeci, Majestic Home Developers, L.L.C. requesting the
release of his $10,000 bond remaining in Riverdale’s escrow account, due to the
completion of the Enclave project. Letter sent to Paul Darmofalski and he recommends
non-release due to the falling rock situation that exists at that site. (copy of letters
distributed to Mayor and Council)

There was discussion regarding ownership of the wall and that no one is taking
responsibility for maintaining it. Borough Attorney Oostdyk agreed with the Borough
Engineer’s recommendation to not release the bond at this time.

BOROUGH CLERK REPORT:

Borough Clerk Talerico reported that the Morris County DPW requested a written
agreement with us for the purpose of enabling Riverdale to perform road openings or
excavations on county roads. She also reported that Mrs. Canella has requested the
Borough pay Powder Mill’s bills directly from their escrow money. Council denied the
request.

MAYOR REPORT:

Mayor Budesheim distributed printouts on the proposed budget. He stated we will
probably introduce the budget on June 1°.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilman Carelli reported the Fire Department received a check for reimbursement of
money they spent in 2008.

Councilman Falkoski reported that Convenience 23 recently received two summonses for
serving minors. He suggested we may want to take some action on their liquor license.
He reported the court report for the month of March. He distributed a list of comparable
rates charged by neighboring municipalities for police traffic and security services. Some
outside contractors have been obtaining these services elsewhere and he suggested we
lower our rates to be more competitive in order to maintain this revenue. There was
discussion regarding the matter. Councilman Astarita stated that at the last meeting we
discussed the detrimental effects that idling may have on the vehicles. Councilman
Falkoski stated that Chrysler is sending us a written statement explaining that idling

causes no measurable wear on the motor. The patrolmen are also experimenting with
running the lights on batteries. Mayor Budesheim stated that he has observed the county
and other towns providing traffic control without using vehicles. After further discussion
it was decided to amend the ordinance and decrease the hourly rates and charge an
additional fee for the use of a police vehicle.

Councilman Guis reported that the Newark Pompton Turnpike project must be awarded
by July 1st in order to obtain the $400,000 grant. The Borough Engineer’s estimate for
the project is $414,000. The grant will cover milling out 3 inches, applying micro
surfacing to seal the cracks, and 3 inches of asphalt the entire length of Newark Pompton
Turnpike from the Hamburg Turnpike to Riverdale Road. This will be done through the
Co-op and only the $14,000 engineering fees are not covered by the grant. He also
reported on plans for paving the DPW yard and installing the washing station.

Councilwoman Wetzel reported on the status of finding a new director for the summer
recreation program.

Councilwoman Bush reported the Riverdale Municipal Alliance will sponsor two events
in May sponsored 80% through grant money. May 18" is a senior luncheon with a
speaker and May 19th is a Moving Up event for eighth graders.
