1) Certificate of Determination and Award — Renewal of Bond Anticipation Note
in the amount of $4,900,000 at an interest rate of 2.98% payable at maturity
on October 30, 2009 with Bank of America, Boston, Massachusetts.

2) Resignation of Jeffrey Strauss from the Riverdale Board of Health effective
immediately.

Mayor Budesheim stated that Jeffrey Strauss is being transferred to Pennsylvania and his
resignation is accepted with regret.

BOROUGH CLERK REPORT:

Deputy Clerk Forbes reported that approval is requested for preventive maintenance on
the Firehouse Ladder Truck at a cost of $5,510. Mayor Budesheim stated this is part of
the requirement under the warrantee and certification required for insurance purposes.
Deputy Clerk Forbes asked if there are any plans to take action on the Highlands
Regional Master Plan. Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated we would only act if we desire
to be included within the Highlands Master Plan and we can act at any time. It was
decided not to act at this time.

BOROUGH ATTORNEY REPORT:

Borough Attorney Oostdyk reported on the traffic light issues at Target. Their desire is to
have the traffic light activated for a period of time so a determination can be made as to
whether it is an effective traffic control device. The state has not reviewed the Title 39
application and Target has requested an alternate procedure. This would require the
council to adopt a resolution finding the borough has an emergent condition. After
discussion council agreed there was no emergent condition and Title 39 approval is
required to activate the traffic light.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilman Falkoski reported the court has requested some of the conditions of the
alarm ordinance be revised. The Borough Attorney will review the ordinance.

Councilwoman Wetzel reported on the upcoming Teen Canteen dedication.

Councilwoman Bush reported that next year’s Municipal Alliance Funding will be $6,443
and all of our programs were approved.

MAYOR REPORT:

Mayor Budesheim reported the open house and dedication at the Community Center will
be held Saturday, November 22 at 11:00 a.m. There will be a meeting with TCR on
Thursday, November 6 at 11:00 a.m. to discuss COAH. Mayor Budesheim reported on
the last Freeholder meeting. He brought up the issue of additional fees for 9-1-1 dispatch
services and the amount of court revenue that we pay to the county in addition to county
tax. The Mayor also stated that Tilcon agreed to donate the asphalt for the basketball
court.

Mayor Budesheim stated that the payments to the NYS&W Railway should either be
approved subject to cleaning their property or excluded from approval. After brief
discussion it was decided to exclude the payments from approval.
