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Heavy Backpacks Are
Unhealthy

If your child’s backpack feels like a ton of bricks, that
could be problem. Backpacks that are too heavy or that are
worn incorrectly can actually cause muscle and joint
problems and may lead to back and neck pain. A good rule
to follow is to not let your child carry more than 20% of
their body weight. For example, if a child weighs 70 pounds then their
maximum backpack weight should be 14 pounds.

What to Shop For

When shopping for a backpack, look for one with 2 wide shoulder straps.
Extra strap and back padding can also help. A backpack that rolls can save
your back when a heavy load must be transported.

How to Wear It

When wearing a backpack always use both shoulder straps. Wear it close to
your body and tighten both straps snugly. Try to keep items organized and
remove unnecessary items promptly. Remember to use proper lifting
techniques for heavy loads.

Make sure your child has time to drop off books at their locker during the
day. If you notice your child must carry heavy loads on a daily basis you
may want to talk to the school about ways to reduce what needs to be taken
home. Some schools offer a second set of books for home use.

If your child complains of back or neck pain or any numbness or tingling in
their arms or hands have them evaluated by a healthcare professional.

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A New School Year Begins!

As summer quickly draws to an end, the staff of Riverdale
School enthusiastically prepares for the arrival of students on
September 7. Our enrollment has grown over the summer
months, and we are eager to welcome our class of 2020, along
with our returning students and nearly a dozen new enrollees.

We have completed the revisions to our K-2 Math curriculum, to
align to the most recent Core Curriculum Content standards, as
well as the proposed national standards. The K-8 Science
Curriculum has also been revised, the result of a five month
collaborative initiative with local districts. We continue to seek
opportunities to effectively incorporate technology into learning
experiences for our students. One time funding from the
Education Jobs Act will assist us in that initiative. Strengthening
the home-school connection remains a district priority, as we
each have a stake in the success of our youths.

NJ Districts Receive Notice of Additional State Aid
Early this summer, districts throughout the state received
notification of the award of additional state aid funds, as part of a
one-time state initiative. Riverdale’s increased funding was in
the amount of $64,277, which was allocated by the state, via the
special education funding line. This will result in approximately
one third of these funds flowing through to Pompton Lakes, as
part of our tuition agreement with them. The district hopes to
use these funds for tax relief in the 2012-2013 or 2013-2014
school year.

Harassment, Intimidation and Bullying Regulations

As of September 1, 2011, schools throughout the state will be
subject to stringent regulations in the area of harassment,
intimidation and bullying. District policies relating to this area
have been revised and staff will receive ongoing training in
accordance with state guidelines.

In addition, the
parents/guardians of any youngster who wishes to participate in
school sports must acknowledge receipt of a fact sheet regarding |
concussions and head injuries. The corresponding legislation I
also requires that field/building use by outside groups and
organized leagues must now certify that a properly trained
individual will be present during their scheduled sporting events |
on school property. Please be mindful of this new requirement, I
when applying for field use. The intent is not to be too
restrictive, it is to promote safety.

Please Help Keep Our Students Safe l
Your assistance in promoting a safe drop off/pick up situation |
for our students is an integral part of our school day. Please be
reminded that buses drop off students behind the school, entering
through Oak Street and proceeding behind the building, exiting |
out onto Newbury. Many families also travel this route to drop |
off their youngsters in the morning.

Alarms Really Protecting You?
IEffectlve April 7, 2003, the NJ State Department of Community Affairs adopted regulations that provide
|for the installation of carbon monoxide alarms in one and two-family homes. Under the requirements of
the new regulation, CO alarms are required to be provided in the immediate vicinity of all sleeping rooms DANGER!I
Iln homes. In addition, you should have at least one alarm on every level of your home, including the CARIONHONOXIDE|
I basement, and near or over any attached garage. The alarms may be battery-operated, hard wired or plug in type. [

I one thing you may not be aware of is that CO alarms have a limited lifespan. The lifespan varies by manufacturer, but is |

| normally between 5 and 7 years. Because we are now 7 years after the passage of the CO regulation, the Riverdale Fire
Department has seen a dramatic increase in calls for CO alarms sounding. The majority of the calls are due to expired CO
alarms. Please take a minute to check the manufacture date of your alarm, and based on the manufacturer’s lifespan,
calculate the expiration date. Write that date on the detector with a marker. This will remind you when to replace the |

lalarms. If any are expired replace them immediately. An expired CO alarm will not provide you with adequate protection [

| for you and your family. I
