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REMARKS MADE BY MAYOR WILLIAM BUDESHEIM: 
 
 Much was accomplished by the Borough in the past year.  We continue with the 
modernization upgrading of our various departments.  The Police Patrol Car Replacement 
Program has been fully implemented, the Fire Department had a double wet down for the 
new engine and ladder truck, and the DPW has finally given up the ghost of the 1969 and 
1987 trucks.  The summer concerts paid for by business sponsors were a bigger success 
than the initial year.  The ball field at Independence Park was dedicated to former 
Councilman George Koegler.  He and his family arrived from Texas this year for a day of 
festivities.  The Recreation Committee is providing more activities for the young and no-
so-young members of our community bringing many people together to share in a good 
time.  Our library is growing in popularity and activities continuously.  It is fast 
becoming a focal point within the community which reflects the original intent of the 
original Board of Trustees.  Post Lane was paved with the help of a $150,000 state grant.  
Not only was the road paved but sidewalks, in many instances for the first time, were 
installed complete with Belgian block curbing.  The final pieces of the funding puzzle for 
the Van Ness house were procured.  The Borough received $1,775,000 to match the 
previous year’s $575,000 for a total of $2,350,000.  Never before has the Borough 
received that amount of grants for any one project and it may be safe to say that it is 
probably greater than all the funding we have received over the past 30 years put 
together.  The governing body is now in the publishing business by way of our new 
monthly newsletter.  This four-page collection of news, advisories, events and 
announcements is paid for entirely by a monthly sponsor from the business community.  
And the best news of all is that all this was done without an increase in the borough’s tax 
rate, nor an increase in the water and sewer rate.  As a matter of fact, the sewer rates were 
reduced this year.  What do we have to look forward to in 2006?  The good news is that 
we are doing all that we can to ensure that there will be no increase in taxes again this 
year.  In addition to the expansion of programs by the library, the recreation department, 
the summer concerts and so forth, implementation of new plans will be taking place.  The 
improvement on Mathews Avenue, improvement of that road at the intersection of 
Hamburg Turnpike will be taking place. The water infrastructure will also be updated.  
The sewer line on Hamburg Turnpike will be extended from Mead Avenue to Post Lane 
completing that utility down the entire length of the turnpike.  We are in the process of 
procuring an additional allocation of 250,000 gallons of sewer capacity from Lincoln 
Park.  This will give us the needed capacity to offer sewers to most of the town.  Some of 
the condos on Route 23 will begin to be finished sometime this year as well as the Wal-
Mart shopping center.  These projects will bring much welcome tax relief.  Two other 
developments before the Planning Board are Target on Route 23 and the condos on 
Riverdale Road which will also contribute to further tax stabilization for our small 
community.  As you can see, we have a lot happening this year.  With everyone 
continuing to work together, this year will be as productive and fruitful as the previous 
year.

He stated 
that the Council has statutory responsibility that if the position of administrator were to 
be established the flow would be to the Council and Mayor.  This chart indicates the 
Council not in the loop at all.  He asked whether establishing this table of organization is 
circumventing the statute that defines the powers of the Mayor versus the powers and 
responsibilities of the Borough Council.  He stated his concern that doing so would create 
an organization that could easily be subject to abuse.  Borough Attorney Robert Oostdyk 
stated his comments are valid.  He stated that the chart itself would not determine the 
chain of authority.  He said that without an administrator under this form of government 
the Mayor functions as the administrator, and the chart reflects a separate position that we 
do not have.  Mayor Budesheim stated the reason the Tax Collector is under the Borough 
Clerk was merely to keep track of her hours and make sure she’s performing her duties.  
He stated the Borough Clerk is part of this Governing Body as Clerk.  He said it was to 
show a way the department heads could have a contact during the day for a chain of 
command.  He also stated we have a set of bylaws that were adopted in the 1950’s.

Councilman Falkoski stated that the 
increase is over 20% and he did not remember discussing it.  Councilman Carelli stated it 
is a 17.8% increase over the amount we are thinking of giving the employees this year.  
There was disagreement as to whether the salary had been previously discussed at a 
meeting.  Councilman Guis stated this amount was discussed in the Fall.  Borough Clerk 
Talerico stated the minutes were checked and there was discussion regarding the position 
but no salaries were discussed.  Councilman Falkoski stated he is concerned that we are 
setting a precedent by giving such a large increase for moving up one position.  
Councilwoman Bush stated the reason for the salary is that it is appropriate for the 
position of Foreman in Morris County. 
 
Councilman Falkoski questioned resolution No.6.  Councilman Guis stated that with the 
raise $125 per day is less than 4 hours overtime that Steve or Walter are currently paid.  
He stated that Steve is on standby 98% of the time but they plan to use the new Utility 
Person once he attends water school.  His current salary is $13.00 per hour.  Councilman 
Guis stated they do work approximately 1 to 1-1/2 hours on those weekends and have to 
stay within ½ hour of the pumphouse.  Councilman Astarita stated $250 a weekend is a 
lot of money and the Superintendent of Public Works and management should not get 
paid overtime.  Councilman Guis stated that if we don’t pay for standby and they both 
leave for the weekend we have no one to handle an emergency.  He also said that every 
other town pays more than 4 hours and he feels it is the most cost effective way to 
maintain that protection for an emergency.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated we are paying a 
lot of money for a possible emergency.  She stated that she knows we had discussed the 
position and the reasons for standby but she does not remember discussing these numbers 
and they are very high.  After further discussing the matter it was decided to pay 4 hours 
overtime up to a maximum of $125 per day. 
 
Councilman Falkoski commented on resolution No. 2 stating that he accepts blame for 
the occurrence.  He said when he received the call stating that the car could be utilized by 
the Construction Department he said he had no problem, and he should have stated that it 
would be put on the table for discussion at our next meeting.  He apologized to Borough 
Clerk Talerico and the Council for the manner in which it was handled.  Councilman 
Astarita stated it was a unanimous decision to put the car for award and it seems it was a 
decision by two people to label the car for the Building Department.  Borough Clerk 
Talerico stated she was put in a precarious situation because she had advertised the bid 
based on a unanimous decision of the governing body.  She consulted the Borough 
Attorney and the decision was made not to open the bids received and the governing 
body would decide at the next meeting whether they would put the car out for bid.  
Councilman Astarita asked why the Building Department needs a third vehicle.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated the Tahoe is not expected to last much longer and we have four 
inspectors.  Councilman Guis stated that we had it in the budget for another all-wheel 
drive SUV and the Building Inspector said the Grand Am would be fine now.  
Councilman Astarita stated his concern is that someone made a decision to label the 
vehicle against the Council’s motion without coming back to the Council.  Councilman 
Falkoski apologized for getting caught up in the culture of expediency.  Borough 
Attorney Oostdyk stated we have the ability to reject all bids because circumstances have 
changed and that decision should come from the governing body.  Councilman Astarita 
asked if this high mileage vehicle was likely to need expensive repairs in a few months 
from being driven at construction sites.  He suggested the office personnel should use it.

He then stated Bob Amelung is 
no longer maintaining our new website and he would like to get a proposal from AHR 
Consulting.  Mayor Budesheim reported there is a building available on North Corporate 
Drive that is an ideal location for the Municipal Building.  It is large enough that we 
could have everything under one roof including the library and recreation center.  He said 
we could sell the municipal buildings and library and pay for the construction.  The next 
step would be to get appraisals and decide if we want to proceed. 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported on the award of bid for the Senior Community Center.  Site 
preparation will be awarded to Mike Fitzpatrick and Sons for $202,240.00.  The building 
will be awarded to Storer Construction for $669,950.00. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that we would be receiving a proposal from an architect to 
evaluate the proposal for the condos on Riverdale Road.  He said Mr. Clemak 
recommended the firm and TCR escrow will cover the cost. 
 
CORRESPONDENCE: 
 

1) From the Morris County Community Development regarding the Sr. Center 
Construction and Sewer Extension Projects stating that their office had been 
notified by Paul Darmofalski that the Borough of Riverdale would be 
providing additional funding at the municipal level in order to complete the 
Senior Housing activity.  Community Development is asking that a current 
status of this activity be provided.   All activities in which monies have been 
expended must clearly indicate a measurement of performance.  With regard 
to the sewer extension this office is awaiting receipt of the bid package for 
review and approval, and we are also aware that approvals must be obtained 
by the NJDEP for the treatment works approval. 

2) From Paul Darmofalski regarding the Riverdale Community Center 
Engineering Fees stating that the initial Engineering Budget of $30,000 was 
estimated based on preparing plans and specifications for one bidding.  When 
the bids submitted were substantially over budget the project was re-bid.  This 
incurred more expense for this office.  The second bid was again over budget 
and a decision was made to negotiate with contractors for the project.  This 
office is requesting an addition budget of $5,000 for administration of this 
project. 

3) From Morris County MUA stating that the MCMUA has recently established 
a new category of open space projects for consideration of funding.  Eligible 
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properties would include land needed for the protection of critical water 
supplies such as areas surrounding municipal wells, wellhead protection areas, 
aquifer recharge areas or watershed areas. 

4) From the State of New Jersey DEP stating the Green Acres Program has              
assisted municipalities and counties in the acquisition of open space for 
recreation and conservation purposes, as well as the development of outdoor 
recreational facilities.  Green Acres is committed to preserving New Jersey’s 
natural resources statewide.  Eligible land acquisition projects include 
the purchase of natural areas, historic sites, conservation areas, water bodies, 
and open space for active or passive recreation purposes. 

5) From the Pompton Lakes/Riverdale Little League requesting permission to 
use the Riverdale baseball/softball fields located in Independence Park from 
late March to early July, 2006. 

6) From the Pompton Lakes/Riverdale Soccer Association requesting permission 
for the use of the Independence Soccer Field, Monday through Friday from 
3:00 p.m. through dark and all day Saturday and Sunday, starting Saturday, 
March 4, 2006 through Sunday, June 25, 2006. 

 
Councilwoman Wetzel requested a copy of this correspondence be forwarded to Shawn 
Dougherty for scheduling.  There was discussion regarding wear and tear on the fields 
and possibly charging for use of the fields in the future. 
 

7) From the State of New Jersey Department of Community Affairs regarding 
the Relocation Assistance Program, which is administered by the Division of 
Codes and Standards of the New Jersey DCA.  When a municipality decides 
that a tenant, resident, or business owner must leave their dwelling or place of 
business, the municipality must send a plan, called a Workable Relocation 
Assistance Plan (WRAP), to the State.  Due to this a Relocation Officer must 
be appointed by the Governing Body and notify the DCA of the name of this 
individual. 

8) From the PRBRSA advising that the Borough will soon be receiving a copy of 
the PRBRSA as well as the TBSA Wastewater Management Plan Update as 
filed with the NJDEP’s Division of Watershed Management on December 23, 
2005.  To assure the information contained in the WMP Update is correct, we 
encourage the Borough to have its staff and consultants review it and advise if 
there is any need to revise the report. 

9) From Robert Oostdyk, Borough Attorney advising that Governor Codey 
recently signed into law PL 2006, c 269, which increases the authorized 
maximum penalty for a municipal ordinance violation to $2,000.  In order to 
implement the new maximum penalty for ordinance violation, it is necessary 
that the Borough adopt an ordinance setting the new maximum.  The statute 
also contains a new provision which requires that municipalities which 
authorize penalties in excess of $1,250 for zoning or housing violations to also 
require that the owner be given a thirty day opportunity to cure or abate the 
condition prior to the higher fine being imposed. 

 
BOROUGH CLERK REPORT: 
 
Borough Clerk Talerico reminded everyone the next Mayor and Council meeting will be 
on Wednesday, February 22nd due to the Presidents’ Day holiday.  She distributed 
information to the governing body from the auditor.  She reported Pompton Lakes Mayor 
and Council are asking Riverdale to contribute towards their background checks for 
coaches and supervisors or the youth programs.  She also asked the Borough Attorney for 
clarification of the snow removal Ordinance 02-1998 regarding the amended dates for 
street parking.

He stated the longer 
it goes on the more it will cost.  We are at a point where it has to be tried and we have to 
start paying a planner to testify.  He asked the property owner to consider whether they 
would be a willing seller if Green Acres were willing to fund the acquisition.  There 
would then be no point in litigation.  Today the owner responded that he would be willing 
as long as the price is fair.  We would have to get a Green Acres certified appraiser to 
determine the value.  If he accepts the value Ella Philipone has stated we would be in line 
for a Green Acres funded acquisition of the property.  There was discussion regarding the 
matter and the consensus was to proceed with obtaining an appraisal of the property.

The consensus was that the offer was fair and the Borough 
Attorney will determine the proper procedure.  He then reported that we’ve been 
receiving statements from Pennoni Associates from 2004 for the Route 23 corridor.  
Borough Clerk Talerico stated that they never submitted the requested proposal for 
approval by the governing body.  They just started doing work and billing us.  They did 
not provide us with a report and it would be of no use to us now.  Mayor Budesheim 
stated they were not officially authorized to proceed with the work.  The Borough 
Attorney will send them a letter stating our position.  The Mayor also reported that he had 
investigated purchasing a used showbmobile and there may be a trade-in available for 
$20,000. 
 
BOROUGH CLERK REPORT: 
 
Borough Clerk Talerico read the following statement: 
 
I need to put information into the record as Municipal Clerk regarding the records room 
and keeping of the records of this municipality.  It has recently become knowledge of  
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BOROUGH CLERK REPORT (continued): 
 
mine that there must be several keys to the records room in other’s possession beside 
myself.  In the past I was the only person with the key to the records room, for the 
purpose of having full knowledge of what was taking place at all times with the records.  
I recently had the occasion to go to the records room with the OSHA examiner and at that 
time I found that files that were originally put in drawers by me were now out of the 
drawers and I have no idea where they were put or what happened to them.  I also noticed 
that four of the files that I had a lot of permanent records in have been re-arranged and 
put into categories with typed lists in each drawer stating what is in each drawer.  This 
was also done unbeknownst to me.  In the past I have put many hours into organizing 
items at least to the extent of me personally knowing where they were.  I no longer have a 
hold on the records due to others apparently rearranging and moving files. 
 
I have a problem with this due to the fact according to state statute the Municipal Clerk is 
the sole keeper of records of the municipality and therefore bears the sole responsibility 
for keeping the records in tact.  The reason for laws being passed to protect municipal 
records is the fact that the records are the History of the Municipality and belong to the 
public, thereby requiring someone to be responsible for them, hence the Municipal Clerk. 
 
A developer also recently informed me that he was allowed entry into the archives, 
unbeknownst to me, to search on his own without being accompanied by myself or any 
other borough employee.  I was told that the individual that brought him and his engineer 
over there had to leave so left them there alone. 
 
Therefore, I need to make this a matter of record for my own self-preservation as a 
Municipal Clerk, and the statutory duties I am obligated to, and to preserve my 
certification as a Municipal Clerk.  I would like to remind everyone that at the time the 
records were moved to the next building in order to make this a conference room, I 
objected at that time about putting the records out of my jurisdiction.

Borough Clerk Talerico stated that she does not want to be held responsible for missing 
records.  She stated that when she first started working here the records were not locked 
and put away and a lot of the planning board records disappeared.  That is why she kept 
them in order and locked for the future of this town. 
 
Councilman Falkoski asked about the procedure for viewing records when they were kept 
in this building.  Clerk Talerico stated that everyone had to come to her for the key and 
an employee going in for his or her own records could go in alone.  A member of the 
public was not allowed in the room and no one else went in without her knowledge.  
Someone wanting to view a record has to fill out an OPRA request form and we have 7 
days to supply the record.  If they only want to look at the record, we retrieve it and allow 
them to view it in the front office where an employee is present.  She stated that the locks 
should be changed and she should be the only person with a key along with the police 
chief for emergency purposes.  Councilman Falkoski asked how many keys were out 
there and Clerk Talerico stated she had no idea.  Mayor Budesheim stated he has a set, 
Linda Roetman has a set and perhaps Linda Forbes.  Clerk Talerico stated the Deputy 
does not have a key but she believes the DPW has one.  She also stated she has to get her 
records back in order as all of the drawers she had records in are now empty.  
Councilwoman Bush asked if anyone had been assigned the task of going over to 
reorganize records.  Clerk Talerico stated that she herself had not been over there in a few 
months and when she did that is when she noticed the empty drawers.  She also noticed 4 
file cabinets that have a typed inventory of the contents and she did not do that and does

not know who did. There was discussion regarding who might have typed the file 
inventory and how to resolve the problem.  Clerk Talerico also stated that the governing 
body should consider budgeting money to get the archives of the municipality in order.  
She stated you could also apply to file your records at the Division of Archives in 
Trenton.  Councilman Falkoski asked if we had any kind of digital backup of the records.  
Clerk Talerico stated that no money was ever allocated for doing anything with the 
records.  Councilwoman Wetzel asked if we had any reason to believe records were 
missing or anything criminal has occurred.  Clerk Talerico stated that she had no reason 
to believe that but stated records may not be thrown out, either, without permission from 
the Division of Archives which is a tedious procedure.  There was discussion regarding 
who may have been handling the records in the records room.  It was decided to change 
the lock and give a key only to the Municipal Clerk with a lock box for emergency use.

WORKSHOP COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
Councilman Falkoski stated that if we hire Patrick McKay for the police department he 
would be filling the position vacated by Robert Amelung that had been previously 
authorized.  Councilman Carelli stated that we had already hired Joseph McDermott and 
we don’t have money in the budget to pay him.  Councilman Falkoski stated that 
McDermott was hired to fill a new position that had been previously approved.  There 
was discussion regarding staffing of the police department and it was decided to add the 
additional salary to the budget.  It was agreed to give Patrick McKay a commitment of 
our intention to send him to the academy.  Councilman Falkoski then reported that he had 
contacted Andy Franks, Don Esandrio, Fred Malone, Pat Reese and Jim Talerico 
regarding recognition for serving on boards on the past.  He has scheduled this 
recognition to take place on March 20th.  He also stated the Board of Health would like to 
separately recognize Pat Reese.  He has given the information to Borough Clerk Talerico 
to have plaques made. 
 
Councilman Guis reported the insurance adjustor has totaled the truck that was in the 
accident and resolution No. 7 will approve the vehicle that  will replace it.  He stated the 
vehicle could possibly be patched and used for plowing and will be kept for salvage 
value.  
 
Councilwoman Wetzel reported that D.R. Horton has very generously agreed to be the 
sole presenter of the concert series again this year and pay for the entertainment.  She will 
be sending letters out to local businesses for additional funding.  She also reported that 
Larry Feld has accepted the position of Chairman of the Board of Health and Don Meyer 
is now the Assistant Chairperson.  She reported that the date of the street fair has been 
changed to October 7th.  She said that working with the promoter this year will increase 
the number of vendors and we may have to use both sides of the street.

Mayor 
Budesheim also reported the fees charged by our construction department are not 
covering the expenses of the department.  He distributed fees charged by other towns for 
comparison.

Councilman Guis reported on the clean up at the Van Ness house.  He also reported that a 
recently hired DPW employee was offered another job at a higher salary.  He stated the 
man shows potential and was willing to stay if we could increase his salary.  Councilman 
Guis recommended an increase to $16.00 per hour and said he is worth it.

Councilman Guis agreed we should review 
the salaries of the entire department but stated this individual has shown above and 
beyond performance and potential.  Councilman Carelli stated that we had added two 
new titles in the department, Senior Utility Person and Foreman, and suggested we might 
want to promote this person.  Councilwoman Bush asked if there was documentation that 
this employee is performing above and beyond expectation.  Councilman Guis stated that 
we do an annual review but he has only been with us 9 months.  Councilwoman Wetzel 
stated that the percentage of increase is over 30 percent and she felt that was high and 
reflects poorly on us.  Councilwoman Bush stated it is also a reflection of poor 
management when there is high turnover.  Councilman Guis stated that during the last 
four exit interviews salary was the reason for leaving.  Councilman Astarita stated that 
we would always be dealing with that situation because we are a small town and there 
will always be opportunities to earn more in larger towns.  Councilman Guis stated there 
are advantages to starting the employees at a low salary and having the ability to make 
increases to keep the good workers.  He stated that this person has proven himself and 
should be a core worker.  Councilman Guis stated he would also like to propose a 
resolution to approve the $1.00 per hour raise for a CDL. 
 
Councilman Astarita reported he received an estimate from Stucco Doctor for $4,500 to 
repair the leaks at the library.  Councilman Guis suggested we ask for a warrantee of the 
work.  Borough Clerk Talerico stated we need two more quotations. 
 
Councilwoman Bush reported she has a meeting scheduled on April 10th with Beth 
Jacobson, representative for the Municipal Alliance Committee, to get specific 
information.  She also stated that she attended the Freeholder Presentation on County 
Government on March 29th.   She also reported she had information for review from the 
Borough Attorney on policies dealing with attendance at classes, seminars and 
conferences. 
 
BOROUGH CLERK REPORT: 
 
Borough Clerk Talerico reported we were invoiced for the appraisal of the Dube 
property.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated it was complete.  She then stated she had a 
verified list of the LOSAP payment.  Chief Financial Officer Sesholtz stated it could go 
on the next agenda.  She also stated she had prepared an ordinance to increase the liquor 
license fees and it had been reviewed by the Borough Attorney.  She then reported that 
our insurance company is trying to get the money from JCP&L for the fire they created

BUDGET PRESENTATION: 
 
Mayor Budesheim announced Councilman Carelli would make the annual budget 
presentation. 
 
Councilman Carelli gave a visually aided presentation on the municipal budget and 
property taxes.  He explained the effect the 2005 revaluation had on commercial and 
residential property taxes last year.  He stated that the municipal taxes did not increase in 
2005 but the residential tax burden had increased by $568,000.  He explained the current 
tax bill with a breakdown of how much goes to the school, county, municipal tax and 
open space for the average house.  He explained the assessment breakdown for 2006 and 
the increase of 4.4% in ratables.  He explained the increases in several line items in the 
2006 municipal budget and stated there is a 1.1% increase over last year’s adopted 
budget.  He explained the tax levy which has increased 4.7% or just over $100,000.  He 
stated that our surplus is still $2,500,000 which can be used to lower the tax rate.  He 
stated the proposed budget for 2006 is $5.58 million, our tax levy is $2.3 million, and 
$1.4 million of surplus will be used to keep the tax rate at a low .341.  He announced that 
the average home assessment this year is $315,000 and the 2006 municipal tax increase 
will be zero.  He presented a comparison of Riverdale’s tax rate and average assessment 
to neighboring towns.  He described several of the projects currently underway and the 
potential increase in ratables in the next few years.  He concluded by stating that 
Riverdale is in a great position and we are looking ahead to continued redevelopment of 
Independence Park, the Glen Burn Estate, Senior Community Center and expanding 
recreation events.  He answered questions from the audience regarding the budget and 
taxes. 
 
An audience member asked about additional potential for ratable growth.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated that we are not looking to develop any more undeveloped land.  He 
said we are looking for redevelopment such as the Riverwalk.  We will be looking at the 
Hamburg Turnpike and getting additional sewers and allocation that will lead toward 
redevelopment.  He stated we are setting up a meeting with Ross Kushner of the 
Pequannock River Coalition to discuss redevelopment along the river.  The Mayor was 
asked if the Riverwalk property floods.  Mayor Budesheim stated it is in the 100-year 
floodplain but the buildings will be a foot above the floodplain and nothing will be in the 
floodplain itself.  The Mayor was asked about discussions with Pompton Lakes.  Mayor 
Budesheim explained that our governing body had met with them prior to the zone 
change and they liked the idea.  He described how the project would be an improvement 
environmentally and the Highlands Act encourages this type of redevelopment.   The 
Mayor was asked about the traffic impact from all of these developments.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated that traffic engineers do studies and projections and the impact is 
minimal. 
 
There being no further comments, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded 
by Councilwoman Wetzel, to close the public session.

Mayor Budesheim reported that He and Councilman Guis met with the Department of 
Transportation in Trenton to negotiate the possibility of purchasing the DOT property 
located on Riverdale Road, where the Compost Facility is located.  If Riverdale were to 
take over this property, due to the fact it is wetlands, we would be involved in the 
wetlands mitigation and have to report every year.  The DOT had notified the Borough 
that the compost facility had to be shut down within thirty days, for which they (DOT) 
had granted a 90 day extension.  The DOT wants to make this situation work, and we 
have a possible proposal of trading for the property.  The trade would be Riverdale 
constructing a salt facility (barn) for the DOT to store their salt in (up to one and one-half 
million dollars in construction costs) and in return the property at the Compost Facility 
will be transferred to the Borough of Riverdale.  Also we had requested 38,000 square 
feet of property behind the municipal building from the Department of Defense several 
months ago to accommodate additional parking spaces.  They have repeatedly denied our 
requests, and we come to find out that part of the property is owned by the DOT.  
Therefore, the DOT will try to negotiate with the DOD in order to obtain the additional 
property behind the municipal building. 
 
If this transaction were to take place the Borough would most likely be receiving $50,000 
per year rent from Mr. Flockhart, who will manage the site.  We would probably also 
receive additional money from different towns that would utilize the facility for their 
recycling purposes.

NEW BUSINESS: 
 

1) Application from Target Corporation for Title 39 Implementation for their 
tract known as Block 40, Lots 4.03 and 4.04 Route 23 North – (Decker 
property).  Included in the application is a copy of the “lay-out plan” showing 
proposed signage for the site.  The cover letter states it would be appreciated 
if the Target and Home Depot matters be placed on the Riverdale Municipal 
Council’s agenda for approval as soon as possible, inasmuch as the 
Department of Transportation is waiting for this action to take place in order 
to give final approval for the jughandle improvements.  Please note that 
Target has not taken title to its site, as of this date, however, it expects to do so 
shortly. 
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 UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
 

1) Title 39 Application submitted by Home Depot Store No. 0919, which was 
forward to Chief of Police for review (as of April 17th Mayor & Council 
Meeting Paul Darmofalski, P.E. is handling this matter). 

 
There was discussion regarding the status of the above Title 39 applications.  It was 
decided to obtain the plans for Home Depot and Target, if complete, from the Borough 
Engineer for submittal. 
 
MAYOR REPORT: 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported that the advertisement to go to bid for the showmobile would 
be in Wednesday’s paper.  He stated the price from the company in Florida is $45,000 
plus approximately $3,000 for delivery.  After discussion Council agreed that it should be 
subject to a physical inspection prior to payment and it was also agreed that Councilman 
Guis travel to Florida to do the inspection.  Mayor Budesheim then reported that there is 
a black trailer parked between the ball fields at the park.  Councilman Carelli stated he 
suspects it is for a little league snack stand.  After discussion it was decided 
Councilwoman Wetzel would investigate and notify the proper person of requirements 
for permits and food inspection.  Mayor Budesheim then passed around an architectural 
rendering of the renovations planned for Riverdale Square.  He stated they plan to spend 
about 3-1/2 million dollars to upgrade the shopping center.  He said they are also looking 
to purchase property on Hamburg Turnpike and he passed around a rendering of 
retail/townhouses for that site.  The Mayor then stated that he has requested a proposal 
from planner John Thonet to re-do our ordinance and get his ideas for the redevelopment 
zone.  He also reported the video cameras on the police cars have been breaking and we 
may need to budget for replacements with newer digital models. 
 
BOROUGH CLERK REPORT: 
 
Deputy Borough Clerk Forbes reported that the Planning Board has notified us that they 
have reviewed the revised R7.5 Zone Ordinance and it was unanimously approved as 
written.  She also reported the library has requested their 2nd quarter allocation of $8,000 
which is due May 5th. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated we should approve the $80 payment to Bella Casa for lunch for 
the workers at the Senior Community Center. 
 
Councilman Guis stated resolution No. 2 should be corrected to read $560/per truck per 
day for a total of $5888. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that he notified North Jersey Media Group that they are subject 
to a $1,000 littering fine if their flyers are thrown on the streets or sidewalks. 
 
BOROUGH ATTORNEY REPORT: 
 
No report. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
Councilman Carelli stated the Shade Tree Committee has reviewed the tree expert’s 
report and recommendations.  He reported many situations where sidewalks are lifting 
from tree roots and this is a safety issue that needs to be addressed.  Councilman Guis 
suggested going to bid for sidewalk repair and offering the contracted price to residents 
as an option.  There was discussion regarding whether the borough or homeowner should 
pay for sidewalk repairs made necessary by borough trees in the right-of-way.  Borough  
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COMMITTEE REPORTS (continued): 
 
Attorney Oostdyk stated it is our option.  There was discussion regarding the long-term 
plan to do paving and sidewalks on every street.  Councilman Falkoski reported that on 
Cotluss Road rainwater is washing out the dirt in the right-of-way and undermining the 
road.  He asked if a catch basin could be installed rather than a curb.  Councilman Guis 
stated he would look into it.  After further discussion it was agreed we would first deal 
with the trees that are uprooting sidewalks.  Councilman Carelli stated the Shade Tree 
Committee will recommend specific types of trees as replacements and we could also bid 
for trees to offer the residents.  He will also check with the tree service in the Morris 
County Co-Op to see if that pricing can be extended to residents. 
 
Councilman Falkoski reported letters were received from Detective Lt. Rich Roemmele 
commending Sgt. Smith and Patrolman DiGirolamo for the off-duty arrest of a drug 
dealer, and commending Patrolman Travis Roemmele for his participation in another 
drug arrest.  Councilman Falkoski then reported that the vehicles used by the Fire 
Department Chief and Assistant Chief might need to be controlled for personal use.  He 
stated he’s received calls from people saying they see them riding with their family and 
children in the car and this could be a liability.  He reported that during the three-month 
period January through March the mileage on one car was 2,651 and it utilized 253.2 
gallons of fuel at a cost of about $567.  He stated that car is being used for more than 
official Fire Department use.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that many towns have 
policies limiting borough vehicles to borough purposes only.  There was extensive 
discussion regarding how the vehicles are being used and what is appropriate.  
Councilwoman Bush read the following use of vehicles policy from the employee 
handbook. 
 
“Borough owned vehicles shall be used only on official business and all passengers must 
be on Borough business.  Vehicles may be taken home only with the advance approval of 
the Mayor except a Department Head may also grant temporary approval to facilitate 
responses to after-hours emergency calls.  When an employee takes home a Borough 
vehicle, it is to be used only for official Borough business any other use is not permitted.  
Any violation of this policy constitutes cause for disciplinary action.” 
 
There was continued discussion regarding vehicle usage.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated 
she had received a confidential call from a member of the Fire Department who said there 
was concern within the department that we were manipulated into purchasing the second 
vehicle and that it was not needed.  This person told her there was a large group of people 
within the department who felt this same way and they were tired of the bragging and 
joking about not having to pay for gas.  There were also remarks made that the peeling 
paint was hand-peeled and family members are in the car on a regular basis.  
Councilwoman Wetzel told the caller that she would bring the matter to the Mayor and 
Council for discussion.  She stated that she believes that we are being taken advantage of 
and these issues need to be addressed and changed.  She stated that considering the price 
of gas and the liability we should not be providing this service to any department.  
Councilman Astarita stated that there are IRS rules regarding employees having a car for 
personal use and for commuting to work.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated the problem 
is that we have written policy that prohibits personal use and we know it is being done.  
He stated we either have to change the policy or enforce it.  There was discussion 
whether the current policy should apply to the Fire Department or if it should be 
modified.  Mayor Budesheim stated the policy refers to employees and questioned 
whether they were employees or volunteers.  Councilwoman Bush stated it is still a 
Borough vehicle.  The Mayor stated that they should not be allowed to take the vehicles 
to work but should be able to drive them within the Borough.  Councilman Guis stated 
that arriving at the scene with the command vehicle prior to the fire truck allows them to 
prepare and saves time but he did not feel family members should be in the vehicle.  
There was debate as to whether there could be additional liability to the Borough in the  
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COMMITTEE REPORTS (continued): 
 
event of an accident if family members and children are in the vehicle.  Councilwoman 
Bush questioned public perception and made the comparison to a Police Officer in a 
patrol car.  Councilman Falkoski stated the perception is that taxpayers’ money buys 
these vehicles that are supposed to be used for emergency purposes to protect the public 
yet they are being utilized for other purposes.  There was debate as to whether the Fire 
Chiefs are considered on official business 24 hours/7 days.  It was decided that the policy 
written in the Employee Handbook will apply to the Fire Department and the 
interpretation of the policy is that the vehicles cannot be used for commuting to work, 
may be taken out of town only for official business and passengers must be firematic 
personnel.  The Fire Chief and Assistant Fire Chief will be notified in writing.  
Councilman Astarita then asked about other employees who use Borough vehicles to 
commute to work.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated it is consistent with our policy if 
there is a need and it has been approved.  
 
Councilman Astarita reported the bill from the library is $325 to repair their air 
conditioning unit.  He stated that he made multiple calls to Anchor Stone and Stucco and 
Power Stucco regarding the remaining library repairs and his calls have not been 
returned; therefore, he would like to award the repair to Stucco Doctor for $4,500.  This 
will include caulking windows, roof repairs, and tile repair to the front steps. 
 
Councilman Guis reported the Senior Community Center is well underway.  The 
ceremonial groundbreaking will be Tuesday, May 9th at 1:15 p.m.  He also reported the 
Jet Vac has arrived and an operator from Butler will be spending a few days working 
with our men.  The maintenance program will begin at Rock Creek.  He also reported the 
Stormwater Management will be delayed another 4 or 5 months from becoming 
mandatory. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel reported registration for summer recreation is Thursday, May 4th 
at 7:00 p.m.  There is a full calendar of events and several new programs this year.  She 
also reported that she verified the correct concert dates with LaGuardia and they will be 
in the next newsletter.  Final notices will be mailed to people who have contributed to the 
concert series in the past. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated he would like to authorize going to bid on the cell tower with a 
minimum bid of $950,000.  
 
Councilwoman Bush reported she spoke again with Beth Jacobson regarding the 
Municipal Alliance Committee.  She stated we will be organizing a committee during the 
summer and actual committee work will begin in the fall.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk 
stated this is usually established by ordinance and he will provide a form.  Councilwoman 
Bush also asked the Borough Attorney to prepare a final resolution updating 
reimbursement for courses in the Employee Handbook.

Mayor Budesheim reminded everyone that the Memorial Day ceremony will be held 
Monday, May 29th, at 10:00 a.m. on the front lawn. 
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MAYOR REPORT (continued): 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported on the planning services proposal from Clough, Harbour and 
Associates.  He stated that he is concerned about the Open Space in the Master Plan 
Update and wants to ensure that these areas will be protected with enabling ordinances.  
He also stated that we have to update the ordinance and have a plan in place for 
redevelopment along Hamburg Turnpike before applicants come in.  He asked Chief 
Financial Officer Sesholtz if we could authorize a special emergency appropriation for a 
master plan update.  Councilwoman Bush stated she didn’t want to duplicate things that 
were already done with previous planners.  Mayor Budesheim stated that we received a 
31-page letter stating that our Third Round COAH plan was rejected and these fees 
would include bringing that up to date.  Councilman Falkoski stated he has wanted a 
professional master plan analysis for a long time and he wholeheartedly supports this 
proposal.  Chief Financial Officer Sesholtz stated that we would need an ordinance to 
authorize a special emergency appropriation.  Councilman Guis stated the proposal is 
vague.  He said that some of the lump sum numbers seemed high and he would be prefer 
if it contained hourly rates and anticipated quantities of time on the items that interest us.  
Mayor Budesheim stated that would be in the agreement.  It was decided to have a 
Special Meeting at 8:00 a.m. on Thursday, May 18th for the purpose of acting on a 
resolution to approve a Special Emergency to fund the Master Plan Project and take 
action on the approval of a Professional Agreement for Engineering/Planning Services 
for the Master Plan Project. 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported that State Senate bill S-477 known as the Responsible 
Employer Act would force towns to pay for full medical benefits for any employee who 
works in excess of 15 hours a week.

Councilwoman Wetzel stated that representatives from Pompton Lakes are present to 
make a presentation for discussion regarding the Teen Center. 
 
Pompton Lakes Councilman Marc Pardalis introduced Recreation Director Karen 
Murphy and Director of the Pompton Lakes Municipal Alliance Council, Renee Merlino.  
Councilman Pardalis stated the Teen Center has been open since November and a lot of 
Riverdale teens use the center.  Many Riverdale parents volunteer and chaperone.  They 
would like to partner with Riverdale and share the expenses of the Teen Center.  He 
reported that the number of students eligible to use the Teen Center in grades 6-8 and 9-
12 is 933 in Pompton Lakes and approximately 196 in Riverdale.  The Teen Center costs 
approximately $17,000 annually ($12,000 rent and $5,000 staff) and they are requesting a 
contribution of 25% or $4,250 from Riverdale.  He stated that Riverdale teens could still 
attend the center if the contribution is not made, but they would be charged a higher fee. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated the matter would be discussed at the workshop meeting. 
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OPEN SPACE PLAN PUBLIC HEARING: 
 
Eugene Reynolds of the Passaic River Coalition gave a slide presentation and explained 
how the coalition works with municipalities throughout the watershed on issues that 
affect water quality.  He sated they had been contacted by Riverdale to draft an Open 
Space and Recreation Master Plan.  He said the two major elements of an Open Space 
plan are philosophy and a practical approach.  He stated that an Open Space Plan can be 
revised and will become an element of the Master Plan.  The benefits are to provide focus 
for the community, coordination with neighboring communities, provide protection for 
open space, and more and faster funding.  He described various types of properties that 
would be considered open space and the types of activities that could take place in those 
areas.  He stated that it is important to get input from residents of the Borough.  The draft 
will be made available for public inspection for a two or three week period for input and 
a final draft will be presented at the public hearing on June 19th. 
 
Borough Engineer Darmofalski stated that the Morris County Planning Board would be 
sending their up-to-date photography to the municipalities any day. 
 
An unidentified resident made an indiscernible comment regarding vacant land by 
Mountainside Park in Pequannock.  Mr. Reynolds stated that counties like to know 
municipalities are working together when they apply for funding and it is an excellent 
suggestion to put them together. 
 
An unidentified resident made an indiscernible comment regarding Riverwalk.  Borough 
Engineer Darmofalski stated his understanding is that with private ownership it is not 
restricted to just their residents. 
 
Mayor Budesheim noted that the introduction states Riverdale is home to 2,498 residents 
with a population density of approximately 1200 people, which was true for the 2000 
census.  We now have over 2,600 residents and will have approximately 4,000 after the 
approved building plans are complete.  Mr. Reynolds stated it was important to include 
the latest figures and projections in the document. 
 
An unidentified resident asked if the parcels are prioritized once you identify the ones 
you want to acquire.  Mr. Reynolds stated it could be prioritized once we have the vision 
of what is important.  The resident asked how much protection you get with a steep slope 
ordinance.  Mr. Reynolds stated that it depends on the way the ordinance is worded and it 
will typically lower the density of development.  The resident then asked about priorities.  
Mr. Reynolds stated they provide some ranking of water resource values and explained 
protection zones to forbid highly contaminable activities near drinking water.  He stated 
that any land not protected by law or deed restriction is potentially developable. 
 
There being no further comments, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded 
by Councilman Carelli, that the public portion be closed.

Mayor Budesheim stated that they have indicated a section of Riverdale is in Highlands 
Preservation.  He also stated that the Riverwalk project developer does not want to 
include his COAH requirement in the overlay zone.  He would like to develop a four-acre 
site on South Corporate Drive strictly for COAH.  The Mayor said that if that is the case 
we could declare that parcel as COAH.  He said we don’t want to change the other 
overlay zones to strictly COAH.  There was discussion regarding our requirements.  
Mayor Budesheim stated he also wants to get clarification on rehabilitation.  It was 
decided to contact the planner as Mr. Darmofalski had suggested 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported the owner of 22 Overlook Drive claims that his house was 
not built according to the survey and he only has a 5 foot instead of a 15 foot side yard 
setback.

Mayor William Budesheim presiding.

Mayor Budesheim announced that proper notice of this meeting was made as to time, 
date, place and agenda.

Mr. Sky Ball asked if anything would be done about the trees that were cut down on the 
hill.

NEW BUSINESS: 
 
Municipal Clerk requests that the Governing Body consider an ordinance to establish 
OPRA fees. 
 
Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that the Borough Clerk is getting a fair amount of 
OPRA requests and recommends we adopt an ordinance to establish fees.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated he thought the OPRA law established fees at 75, 50 and 25 cents per 
copy.  Mr. Oostdyk stated that is only a maximum for photocopies and we can charge an 
additional service charge for requests that require additional time or research.  Mayor 
Budesheim asked if someone who wants only to view documents but does not want 
copies would still have to fill out an OPRA request form.  Mr. Oostdyk stated that they 
do because we should still have a record of making the record available to them.  He said 
it is good to have a record but we don’t have to mandate that for everything.  For example 
if someone wants to look at the municipal budget they should be able to view it.  Deputy 
Clerk Forbes stated that we have not established fees for a request in other mediums such 
as a CD.  Police Chief Soules stated that attorneys request VCR tapes.  Borough Attorney 
Oostdyk stated we can charge our cost to reproduce the tape but we cannot profit from it.  
He will work with Borough Clerk Talerico to prepare an ordinance. 
 
MAYOR REPORT: 
 
Mayor Budesheim asked if the Van Ness property should be named as a park.  Borough 
Attorney Oostdyk stated that it should.  The Mayor said that tractor-trailers have been 
parking overnight at Appelt Park and Van Ness.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk said that he 
didn’t think we had an ordinance prohibiting parking on borough property.   It was 
decided he would prepare an ordinance prohibiting overnight parking at all municipal 
facilities.  Mayor Budesheim then asked who established the 30 mph speed limit on the 
small, winding roads at the Horton site.

He stated we would pay special 
attention to the quarry because it has about 8 to 10 years left.  He presented the idea of a 
stadium similar to the Mercer County Waterfront Park, which is a minor league baseball 
stadium that seats about 6,000 people and covers 80,000 square feet.  There are 70 acres 
flat on the floor of the quarry and 10 acres would accommodate a minor league baseball 
stadium and parking.  He said we could also try to get a hotel chain and this could spur 
the revitalization of the Hamburg Turnpike.  He said we have a lot of years to work on it 
but now is the time to consider the zoning.  Borough Engineer Darmofalski stated there is  
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MAYOR REPORT (continued): 
 
a need for active recreation fields in this area and the idea should be passed along to the 
planner for consideration.  The Mayor then stated that he met with the DOT on behalf of 
Target to work out the traffic light situation and we should get an answer from them 
today.  He said he also spoke with someone from the DOT regarding the property behind 
the municipal building and he was told we are close to getting it.

Borough Engineer Darmofalski reported that the concrete slab was poured at the Senior 
Community Center today.  Everything is well coordinated with the contractor.  Also, the 
application for State aid for Halsey and Federal will be on the next agenda for approval.  
He announced that he received the as-builts for Rock Creek Crossing and has sent a copy 
to Mr. Ryden.  He said he did an inspection on the site and prepared an estimate but it is 
in excess of the $210,000.  Once we get Mr. Ryden’s comments and estimates he will ask 
the Mayor and Council for release of certain monies since the developer doesn’t plan to 
do any of the improvements.  He will forward a draft copy to the developer after review 
by the Borough Attorney.  He also reported the survey for Mathews Avenue is due in 
approximately three weeks.  Mayor Budesheim stated that he had a drawing of the 
property at the end of Mathews Avenue and asked Mr. Sky Ball if he would like to 
review the design for the intersection.  Borough Engineer Darmofalski explained the 
drawing to Mr. Ball and said he would meet him at the site once the survey is complete to 
answer his questions.  Mayor Budesheim asked Mr. Darmofalski to review the request for 
lighting reimbursement from the Powder Mill Condominium Association.

Training Academy.  The Police Chief recommends the appointment of James Nolan for 
the position of interim full-time dispatcher until dispatcher Hollenstein returns from Iraq.

Councilman Guis reported on the construction of the Senior Community Center.  He 
reported that we are still waiting for Butler to send people to help train our men with the 
Vac truck.

He said that we 
have been advertising for a custodian for the DPW and another employee has been out on 
disability.

BOROUGH CLERK REPORT: 
 
Borough Clerk Talerico stated that a resident has inquired about using the new Senior 
Community Center for a party.  She suggested the governing body consider putting an 
ordinance in place setting parameters for the use of the building.  Councilman Astarita 
stated the Fire Department is also still waiting for guidelines to rent out their hall.  There 
was discussion regarding the issue and it was decided to establish criteria for utilizing 
both locations.  Borough Clerk Talerico then advised the council that an ordinance can be 
passed authorizing the Municipal Clerk to approve raffle licenses.    She also advised that 
the fees in the water and sewer connection fee ordinance were for 2004 and 2005 and 
need to be updated for 2006.

Councilman Guis stated there is a system in place for 
snow plowing costs and he can provide the numbers every April.  It was decided to notify 
the parties that snow plowing reimbursement will be approved each year at the May 
Council meeting.  It is still not clear which of the electric bills from Rock Creek are for 
street lighting.  Councilman Guis will work on it. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
Councilman Carelli reported that the Shade Tree Committee has been addressing the 
issues that resulted from the windshield survey.  The highest priority is the trees that need 
to come down right away.  The cost using the Morris County Co-Op pricing for removal 
and stump grinding is approximately $16,000 which was not budgeted.  JCP&L will take 
down about 16 trees around wires.  The estimate to remove the remaining trees is $6,500.  
There was discussion regarding whether the DPW would be capable of removing some of 
the smaller diameter trees.  Councilman Carelli then reported on the new tax bills that 
will be mailed this week.

Councilman Falkoski reported that the Fire Department has inquired whether the DPW 
can remove copper wires from an old fire alarm.

He 
commended her performance and ability and said she has become certified as a matron 
and in blood born pathogens.  She is currently working 25 hours per week.  He 
recommended that her salary be increased to $16.48 per hour which is what the previous 
secretary would have been earning.  Discussion took place regarding availability of the 
money for the increase.  It was decided to approve the increase providing the finance 
officer certifies the available of funds in the budget.   
 
Councilman Guis reported that the DPW hired a part-time employee for the summer and 
the position may convert to full time.  He also reported on the progress of the Senior 
Community Center building.  He said the DPW department has been putting stucco on 
the building and they also have a crew working in the school locker room.  He reported 
that the glitches with the electrical system at the concerts have been resolved.

She said that Pat 
Pignatelli will be working full time in Lincoln Park and that will leave us without a 
Health Officer.  She has been working with Mayor Budesheim to investigate options.

Councilwoman Bush reported that she would advise the Morris County Alliance that we 
have established the Municipal Alliance Committee by ordinance and will have a late 
summer meeting and begin work in the fall.

He stated there is quite a bit of disparity as it relates to 
licensing and proper software installation and made recommendations for remediation.  
He answered questions from resident Marco Giunta and the governing body.  He also 
provided detailed recommendations and cost estimates.

Talerico reported on the quotation she received for the Edmunds software upgrade. 
 
Mayor Budesheim introduced Marin Graure from GAC Environmental.  He stated that 
Mr. Graure called him today to express interest in donating his services to scrape and 
paint the Van Ness house and to fix up the barn and the country store.  In return he would 
need to keep his equipment at the site throughout the project and he estimates that would 
take two to three years.  Mr. Graure stated that he is an environmental contractor who 
grew up in Bloomingdale and always admired that residence.  He said he visited the site 
to evaluate the condition of the buildings.  What he needs in return is storage space in the 
barn and parking space for two mobile trailers, one or two vans and a truck.  He answered 
questions from the governing body.  The equipment he would keep at the site would 
include ladders, air cleaners, and vacuums that would be stored inside.  He explained the 
process for disposition of removed materials.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that we 
would have to determine the scope of work, the time frame and the value of the storage 
and have an agreement to protect both parties.  There was discussion regarding the offer.  
Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that we would first need to understand exactly what the 
arrangements would be and what conditions were placed on the county money that was 
used for the purchase.  Mr. Oostdyk explained that it is not a matter of accepting donated 
services because we are giving something of value in return.  It was decided the first step 
would be to do an assessment to determine the priority of needed repairs.

Mayor Budesheim reported on a meeting with Rock Creek Crossing.  One of the 
principals claimed that they owned the water tank and they want to stop selling the water.  
Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that the agreement requires them to turn it over to us, 
which they have not done.  Mayor Budesheim stated he reviewed the master deed and it 
requires them to go to Title 39.  He has advised them of this by e-mail.  There was 
discussion regarding COAH requirements and the easement specified in the master deed.  
Mayor Budesheim also reported that Clough Harbour would be meeting with us to 
discuss open space and redevelopment on September 21st and asked the Borough Clerk to 
advertise the meeting. 
 
BOROUGH CLERK REPORT: 
  
Borough Clerk Talerico reported that the purchase order for the update of the Code Book 
would be issued after November 1st provided there is enough money in A&E to do so.  
Otherwise it will be held until January 1st.  She asked the Borough Attorney for 
clarification of the recently introduced ordinance for Street Opening Permits as it may be 
easily confused with the existing Road Opening Ordinance.  After discussion it was 
decided the Borough Engineer would review and possibly combine the ordinances.  Clerk 
Talerico reported the library teen volunteers would be acknowledged at the next meeting.

COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
Councilman Falkoski reported that a meeting is scheduled for 10:00 a.m. on December 
19th to discuss the state required security improvements for the court. 
 
Councilman Guis reported that the DPW has hired a custodian and mechanic.  
Councilwoman Wetzel asked about the status of our current mechanic.  Councilman Guis 
stated the current mechanic would like to retire and the new employee would also work 
in a variety of other situations.  It was decided his position would be Senior Utility 
Person.  Councilman Guis reported that he evaluated the copper wires that the Fire Chief 
wants removed.  He stated the wire is throughout the town sometimes amongst high-
tension wires and he is not comfortable having our employees remove it.  He also 
reported that the DPW installed the septic at the Senior Community Center resulting in 
considerable savings.

PRESENTATION TO “FRIENDS OF THE RIVERDALE LIBRARY”: 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that the Friends of the Riverdale Library have raised over 
$15,000 for the support of the library in the few short years they have been in existence.  
He acknowledged President Steve Frast, Vice President Melissa Harsley, Secretary Ann 
Frast, Treasurer Kathy Olsen and all the Friends for their hard work for the book sales, 
special programs and the library garden. 
 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NO. 1: 
 
Scott Mefford, 122 High Street, Butler asked what a Riverdale homeowner would need to 
do to be in compliance with regard to excavating and soil removal on their property.  
Mayor Budesheim stated that since Mr. Mefford has filed a tort claim against the borough 
there are certain things we cannot answer at this time since we are in litigation.  Mr. 
Mefford repeated his question and stated that he is only asking what the rules are.  
Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that the municipal ordinances are available on the 
Internet and any other rules that apply would be state regulations.  Mr. Mefford asked 
whom to contact if clarification or enforcement of the ordinances were needed.  Mr. 
Oostdyk stated the Borough Engineer who would be responsible for the enforcement.  
Mr. Mefford then asked who would be responsible if the Borough Engineer does not 
enforce the rules that are set forth.  Mr. Oostdyk stated the Mayor and Council have 
supervisory authority over the Borough Engineer.  Mr. Mefford then directed his 
complaint to the Mayor and Council that the Borough Engineer is not enforcing the rules 
on permits with respect to digging and excavation.  Mayor Budesheim asked for the  
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PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NO. 1 (continued): 
 
specific basis for the complaint.  Mr. Mefford stated a trench that was dug in an area of 
undisturbed open space at 22 Overlook Drive on September 3rd.  He read several excerpts 
regarding open space from a Planning Board resolution dated July 26, 2001.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated that only the Board of Adjustment can interpret the Land Use 
Ordinance and it is beyond the jurisdiction of the Governing Body.  Mr. Mefford then 
stated the borough ordinances state a permit is required for all soil movement and there is 
no permit at that address as of today.  He stated that in addition a soil movement permit 
for greater than 100 cubic yards, which in this case there is, is also part of an application 
that must be filed with the Borough Clerk.  He stated that there are many requirements in 
our ordinance that have not been met for that property.  He stated the following have not 
been done:  (1) A copy of the Borough Engineer’s review and inspection of the site must 
be presented to the Borough Council within 15 days of inspection.  (2) A Borough 
Council meeting must be had and hearing date set for this application and site review.  He 
stated these are public records that have been requested and are not available at this time.  
(3) A notice must be sent via certified mail to all property owners within 200 feet in all 
directions of the property where the soil will be removed.  (4) A soil mining permit must 
be approved.  (5) A copy of the applicant’s deposit of $1,000 to cover professional 
reviews and deposit of a Borough Clerk fee plus 10 cents per cubit yard for all soil 
removed.  He stated that for these reasons he thinks the Borough Engineer is in a breech 
of agreement and somebody on this board needs to step in now.  Mayor Budesheim stated 
he couldn’t comment on any of these items because of the litigation Mr. Mefford has 
filed.  Mr. Mefford stated that he requested copies of these documents from Borough 
Clerk Talerico and has a letter from her stating none of them are on file.  Borough 
Attorney Oostdyk stated that everything Mr. Mefford read is what would happen if a soil 
mining permit had been filed but it had not so the documents do not exist.  Mr. Mefford 
stated that if there are no documents then the Engineer is in breech of our ordinances and 
someone needs to step in and enforce that.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that what 
Mr. Mefford is saying is that the owner of the property has responsibility to apply for a 
permit under our ordinance has not done so.  Mr. Mefford stated that is correct and the 
Engineer who was notified of this as of September 3rd has not stepped in to stop the 
construction and it is his job as the overseer to stop it.  Mr. Oostdyk stated he understands 
the complaint.  Mr. Mefford stated he thinks the construction should stop and a work 
order submitted until this can be reviewed further. 
 
Barbara Fill, 8 Hemlock Court, Butler asked for a definition of “undisturbed open space”.  
Mayor Budesheim stated that as referenced on the surveys for the Beazer Homes 
development only the Board of Adjustment has the authority to interpret the meaning.  
He said she could submit an application requesting an interpretation of the ordinance 
through the Planning Board Administrator.  Ms. Fill said she has a concern with the 
property at 14 Overlook Drive located behind her property.  If controls are not overseen 
regarding undisturbed open space she is concerned people can rip apart natural 
boundaries between the two townships.  She asked how many trees could be removed.  
Patty Mefford, 122 High Street, Butler stated that she checked the ordinances on the 
website and found there is a permit for tree removal as well as soil mining and digging.  
Ms. Fill asked where she could find out which ordinances can be enforced by a citizen.  
Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that unless stated otherwise in the codebook an 
ordinance can be enforced by citizen complaint and he believes all the issues she is 
concerned with are in that category.  He explained that a citizen could file an action in the 
Municipal Court claiming someone has violated an ordinance and the Superior Court if 
they want injunctive relief.  Ms. Fill stated another Riverdale resident on the same block 
has posted  “do not trespass” signs on public property in Butler.  Borough Attorney 
Oostdyk advised her to ask Butler to remove the signs from their property. 
 
Mr. Mefford stated that he currently has a pending appeal with the Board of Adjustment 
for the area that’s been disturbed.  Mayor Budesheim stated that Mr. Mefford appealed

the Zoning Officer’s permit for the fence.  Mr. Mefford asked how construction and 
digging could occur while there’s an appeal in process.  Mrs. Mefford stated they now 
have to withdraw their appeal since the trench is already dug and you almost have to put 
up the fence.  The Meffords stated that they came down to talk with Borough Engineer 
Paul Darmofalski because the owners of 22 Overlook Drive removed the undisturbed 
area.  The Meffords said they filed the package properly with Linda Roetman, completed 
the forms and were waiting for the meeting on the first Thursday.  They said the digging 
began on the first Tuesday without a permit.  Mrs. Mefford stated the owners of 22 
Overlook Drive told her they were unhappy with the size of their backyard.  She said they 
removed the undisturbed land and the soil is being dumped on another property under 
construction on Overlook.  She stated that Borough Engineer Darmofalski told them that 
he looked into the matter and they are doing light grading that he approved because of a 
drainage issue.  They filed a police report and contacted Mr. Darmofalski every day to 
report what was happening.  Mr. Mefford stated that 14 truckloads of soil had been 
removed and that is not light grading.  The Meffords continued to describe how the 
homeowner has carved out the buffer zone area and they are concerned that other 
homeowners could do the same because Riverdale has not enforced it.

2) From Janine Russo, Family & Friends For Freedom Fund, Inc. stating that she 
has recently had many calls seeking their services.  In order to provide these 
services we need to raise money.  The benefit is called the “Band Aid”.  
Several of North Jersey’s top bands have agreed to donate their time on 
Sunday October 15th.  The Aid will be held at Dexter’s from 3:00 p.m. to 
10:00 p.m. that is with the town’s permission of course. 

 
Councilwoman Wetzel stated that when Dexter’s opened the ordinance specified that 
music would not start before 9:30 p.m.  They are asking the Council for approval to hold 
this fundraiser.  Mayor Budesheim stated that we do not have an ordinance and asked the 
Borough Attorney if the governing body has jurisdiction.   Councilman Falkoski stated 
the minutes of the Planning Board specified that music would not start until 9:00 or 9:30 
p.m. and this is an agreement they had with Rupperts.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated 
that he would need to review the Planning Board Minutes.  Councilman Falkoski read the 
following statement: 
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CORRESPONDENCE (continued): 
 
My neighbors and I living in the Hartung Avenue and Cotluss Road section of the 
Borough are separated from the main portion of the town by Route 23.  Because of that, 
at times decisions that have been made regarding development, etc. have not considered 
the unique impact of those decisions on that section of the community.  The facts I am 
about to state are not manufactured, embellished, or misstated in any way.  If anyone 
doubts this, I invite you to visit the area any Friday or Saturday night between the hours 
of midnight and 3:30 a.m.  Specifically I refer to Dexter’s in the Riverdale Square 
shopping center.  The music emanating from the establishment can clearly be heard in 
nearby residences, even through closed doors and windows, and the vibrations from the 
base component of the music can actually be felt.  If a person were to open a door or step 
outside the music would seem to be on one’s own driveway or front lawn.  Saturday 
evening, watching television in my living room about 10:00 p.m. with doors and 
windows closed, I could still clearly hear the music coming from the establishment.  
About 2:45 a.m., and I am a sound sleeper, I was awakened by the blowing of horns and 
loud talking and shouting from the parking lot.  I was forced to contact the police.  The 
previous weekend, on Saturday morning, I was awakened about 1:30 a.m. with shouting, 
screeching tires, horn blowing and gunning of motorcycles and autos with loud mufflers.  
I notified the police, as did other residents of the area.  I was informed that a fight had 
taken place in the parking lot but by the time the police arrived the participants had taken 
off.  From my recollection, when the subject was before the Planning Board, assurances 
were given that nothing would be heard outside the establishment.  In fact, it is stated in 
the minutes that the room would be soundproof and all precautions would be taken to 
ensure the peace and quiet of the surrounding area.  We have a request before us this 
evening to permit a concert on a Sunday between 3:00 and 10:00 p.m.  This is something 
the owner of the establishment has stated before the Planning Board that he would like to 
do on a regular basis, further expanding the time allotted whereby the peace and quiet of 
the neighborhood may be disturbed.  I would suggest that we not entertain approving this 
request, or any expanded use at this location, until we are convinced the aforementioned 
problems have been rectified and controlled.  I would ask that our noise control and peace 
and good order ordinances, Chapters 119 and 126, be enforced and if not applicable, 
introduce modifications to them.  If I were to start my tractor and proceed to mow my 
lawn at 1:00 or 2:00 in the morning, do you think I would get away with it?  What is the 
difference between that and the noise and disturbances related to this establishment?  I 
would further ask that the proper authority, whoever that may be, attempt to compel the 
subject to comply with the assurances he had given to the Planning Board when seeking 
approval from that authority; i.e., a soundproof room where the music would take place 
and precautions to ensure peace and quiet of the surrounding area.  I also have copies of 
all kinds of police reports over many weekends coming in because of that - 1:30 a.m., 
12:22 a.m., 2:45 a.m., 1:31 a.m., 1:41 a.m. and 11:30 p.m.  This is going on every 
weekend and I don’t think it’s something that has to be ignored and just let slip by.  
These people are entitled to peace and quiet in that area, myself and my neighbors as 
well.  It’s lowering the property values of our properties.  When we go to sell our homes, 
with the disclosure laws today, we’d have to disclose that there’s a nightclub across the 
street. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that after the first noise complaint was received he warned the 
owner and instructed the Police Chief to issue a summons for any further legitimate 
complaints.  The Mayor agreed with Councilman Falkoski and he will remind the Police 
Chief.  Councilman Falkoski stated we should not approve any expansion of this at this 
point.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that the governing body cannot grant relief from 
a Planning Board condition.  Councilman Falkoski said if they get approval from the 
Planning Board they would be able to do it any time and not just a single incident.  He 
read the following from the minutes of the May 26th Planning Board meeting: 
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CORRESPONDENCE (continued): 
 
“The shows at this location would not begin before 9:30 p.m. and Mr. Paige would like to 
make that a condition of this application.” 
 
Borough Attorney Oostdyk advised the best course of action for the governing body is to 
say we have concerns jurisdictionally.  If it was a legitimate Planning Board condition we 
cannot grant relief from that.  Mayor Budesheim stated that it is a nuisance and a 
summons should be issued each time it occurs.  Councilman Falkoski stated that a small 
fine might not be effective and he is still concerned about the parking lot noise.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated that Mr. Paige had said he would be willing to pay for a police officer 
to patrol the parking lot if necessary.  There was discussion regarding the noise and 
public nuisance ordinance.  It was decided to continue the discussion at the workshop 
meeting. 
 
Henry Vitz stated the reason the Planning Board insisted on music starting at a later hour 
was the lack of parking spaces in that shopping center and this should also be considered. 
He also stated that he can hear the noise at his house, which is 1,050 feet away, and the 
soundproofing is not adequate.  He provided pictures to show that the parking spaces in 
the rear of the building are too close to the emergency exit doors.  He also stated there are 
seven illegal signs that are blocking the view of drivers.  Mayor Budesheim will alert the 
Fire Marshall and Zoning Officer of these conditions.  Mr. Vitz stated another problem is 
the street sweeper arrived at 5:00 a.m. to clean the parking lot. 
 
Paul Papadopoulos, 7 Hartung Avenue, stated that he made two of the noise complaints 
and he hopes that something can be done about this problem. 
 
BOROUGH CLERK REPORT: 
 
Borough Clerk Talerico asked the Borough Attorney for the requirements regarding the 
public hearing and advertisement for the Stormwater Management Plan.  Borough 
Attorney Oostdyk explained that there would be a second ordinance imposing stormwater 
regulations on commercial properties and he will forward it when it is ready for adoption 
by the Mayor and Council.  There was discussion regarding the public hearing 
requirement. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
Councilman Falkoski reported the Municipal Court Report and the Police Report for the 
month of August.  He recommended that the Police Chief be authorized to hire part-time 
dispatcher John Urchak to replace Jim Nolan.  He also reported the Fire Chief’s report for 
July and August.  He reported that a meeting is scheduled tomorrow regarding the 
security for the Municipal Court. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded by Councilwoman Bush, 
to appoint John Urchak as Part-Time Dispatcher to replace Jim Nolan at a salary of 
$10.00 per hour.

Councilman Guis reported that the new DPW mechanic and custodian have started work.  

Mayor 
Budesheim stated that he contacted the school regarding an offer to replace the tennis 
courts and they turned it down.

Councilwoman Wetzel reported that the representative of the Butler youth baseball 
league requested the use of our fields for five games.  He has a certificate of insurance 
and she explained to him that there might be a fee involved in the future.  There is no 
conflict with the Pompton Lakes/Riverdale Little League.  Council agreed to allow them 
use of the fields for the dates specified.   
 
Councilman Astarita reported that he is still waiting to hear from Wayne Johnson 
regarding the leak in the library roof.

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CLOSED SESSION: 
 
POSSIBLE LITIGATION: 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that we’ve had an ongoing problem with infiltration into our 
sewer pipes.  Last year we were back charged $161,000 and this year another $161,000 
was added onto our bill.  The sewer authority put a moratorium on approving any 
applications for sewer connections and wouldn’t talk to TCR about their TWA.  Target 
only needs 3,300 gallons and was ready to cancel their $45 million project because this 
matter was not resolved.  The Mayor stated that on Thursday Dan Kelly told him there is 
something called discretionary gallonage whereby a town could release 3,500 gallons to 
the authority who would sell it to Target until we have the capacity.  On Friday the 
Mayor received a faxed copy of a letter Dan Kelly sent to Bill Ryden stating there could 
be a meter problem.  Mayor Budesheim stated that we bought two meters and the 
authority put in two meters to work with us to try to isolate the infiltration problem.  The 
authority put in their new monitoring meters on August 18th.  We’ve been averaging 
244,000 gallons a day of flow and with the new meters it went down to 113,000.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated that Mr. Kelly admits that it may be a meter problem after we spent 
$320,000 plus professional fees.  Councilwoman Wetzel asked if the money would be 
refunded.  Mayor Budesheim stated all the money will be refunded and it is worth 
litigation.  Councilman Carelli asked if the new meters they installed were permanent.  
Councilman Guis explained that they double-checked their meters with temporary meters 
and they don’t correlate with what his permanent meters are showing.  He said that Mr. 
Kelly was metering the trunk line from Bloomingdale to Route 287 and our meters were 
at the bottom of Mathews Avenue and the bottom of the quarry.  In theory what comes 
into Bloomingdale plus our two meters should equal his Route 287 meter.  He said that 
based on these facts we know he’s getting inconsistent readings.  We don’t have all the 
meters running consistently yet. 
 
CONTRACT NEGOTIATIONS WITH LINCOLN PARK: 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that Mr. Clemak prepared about five different agreements 
today.  Lincoln Park wants the money by November 1st so they can get it in their account 
and anticipate it for 2007.  Mayor Budesheim told them that it could be anticipated if it 
was in by December 31st.  Lincoln Park came back and said they want it November 1st or 
they’ll charge 5.17% interest which comes to $885 a day.  Mayor Budesheim stated that 
Chief Financial Officer Sesholtz believes it will be available November 1st.  He also 
stated that every town in both authorities has to pass an ordinance implementing this and 
if it’s not done by February 1, 2007 the deal is off and the money will be refunded with 
interest.  The money will go into an escrow account until February 1, 2007 and at that 
time we will pay the maintenance charges for that allocation retroactive to November 1st.  
Mayor Budesheim stated that he wanted to bring these terms before the Council before 
executing the contract.  He also stated that within 2 business days of executing the 
contract TCR would give us a $250,000 non-refundable deposit.  It will go towards the 
purchase but if for any reason it does not go through we will have that money to cover the 
first year’s interest payment on the $6.25 million.  We will reserve the 100,000 gallons 
for TCR until January 31, 2009.  TCR will pay $40 per gallon for the 45,000 gallons for 
the first phase and Mayor Budesheim told them they would also have to pay $1.60 non-
user maintenance fee on the full 100,000 gallons.  They will pay $40 per gallon for the 
45,000 gallons for the second phase and they can purchase another 10,000 gallons if they 
do the affordable housing obligation.  Councilman Carelli asked why they don’t buy all 
of it.  Mayor Budesheim stated that everything is based on financing.  Councilman Carelli 
stated that TCR was going to buy 100,000 gallons and now he wants to buy it over the 
next three years.  He said he likes the deal and we have to do it but it bothers him that we 
can’t make him buy more of it up front.  Councilman Guis stated that it is still a 
commodity if they don’t buy it.  There was discussion regarding the possible interest rate 
on the bond and financing. 
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The workshop meeting of the Borough of Riverdale Mayor and Council opened on the 
above date at 7:30 p.m.

There was additional discussion regarding causes of the disturbances.  Borough Attorney 
Oostdyk stated that licensing would give us a means to gain control.  It was decided it 
should be the joint responsibility of the landlord and the applicant to maintain the 
provisions of the license.  Councilman Falkoski stated that our noise ordinance should be 
amended.  He had a sample of an ordinance from another municipality that addressed 
many of our concerns.  After discussion is was decided to amend the noise ordinance.

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Councilman Falkoski stated that he saw an advertisement in the Sunday Trends for the 
event to be held at Dexter’s on October 15th.  Mayor Budesheim stated that we couldn’t 
stop them.  He said the minutes of the Planning Board meeting reflect the owner stated 
that for charitable purposes there would be occasions on weekends where functions 
would be held beginning at 3:00 p.m.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated the person who 
contacted her about that event understood that the Council had denied permission and 
was going to make other arrangements.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated we would also 
clarify the ordinance prohibiting drinking in public places to include parking lots.

Borough Clerk Talerico reported that Wal-Mart has requested she sign a wastewater 
discharge application.  She said that Sewer Engineer Bill Ryden has advised that it is in 
order and recommends the Borough endorse it.  She also reported she will check with the 
Finance Officer regarding the refunds for streetlights. 
 
BOROUGH ENGINEER REPORT: 
 
Borough Engineer Darmofalksi reported they are working on the design for Mathews 
Avenue and he has a meeting with the Assistant County Engineer, Chris Vitz, to discuss 
the intersection improvements.  He encouraged approving the Robert Michaels COAH 
contract and he will then set up a meeting to establish status of existing and proposed 
COAH units at D.R. Horton and Rock Creek.  He reported the PRBSA has acted upon the 
Paterson Hamburg Turnpike sewer.  Once it is approved by the TBSA it will go to the 
state.  He also recommended approving the D.R. Horton request for a bond reduction.  He 
reported that Target is in the process of grading on the site.  They have not gotten sewer 
approval and cannot start building construction until that is resolved.  Rock removal, 
blasting, crushing and soil removal are being done at their own risk and the Borough 
Attorney has approved the $12 million bond.  He reported that all the facilities on the 
Wal-Mart site received a temporary C.O. for stocking shelves only.  He reported on the  
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BOROUGH ENGINEER REPORT (continued): 
 
progress at the Senior Community Center and stated that it should be complete in 
December. 
 
Mayor Budesheim asked if anything had been done regarding the proposed contract for 
the Board of Health.  Councilwoman Wetzel said she would follow up with the Board of 
Health Chairpman regarding the matter. 
 
RESOLUTIONS: 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that much testimony had been given regarding the composition 
of the 424 units on Riverdale Road.  The age-restricted units were to be built first.  Due to 
changes in the housing market the developer’s attorney is requesting the Governing Body 
authorize construction of the “for sale” units first as Phase I of the development. 
 
Christopher DeGrezia, attorney for TCR, explained they are now at the stage of 
packaging their financing and are unable to move forward.  The market conditions do not 
support the senior component at this time.  He introduced Jeffrey Otteau, President of 
Otteau Evaluation Group, to explain the market analysis done for TCR to determine 
whether the construction of this project should be phased relative to one product type 
being built before the other.  He stated the non-age restricted open market segment of this 
product is still relatively strong.  They have seen a significant deterioration of market 
conditions in the age-restricted piece of the housing market.  His opinion is to move 
forward with the portion of the project that is not age-restricted and delay the 
construction of the age-restricted portion until that part of the marketplace recovers.  He 
stated that it would begin to recover in about a year. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that the proposal is not different than what had been approved.  
There will still be 212 open market units and the only difference is what gets built first.  
He said our biggest concern in keeping half the units age-restricted was the schools.  
Councilman Falkoski asked if it was decided whether the north or south side would be 
built first.  Ashvani Chuchra of TCR stated that it has not.  Councilman Falkoski stated 
there are some unsightly properties on the north side that we were hoping would be 
remedied.  Councilman Astarita asked for the timeline of the project.  Ashvani stated they 
plan to start construction within six months with occupancy 18 months after that.  
Councilwoman Wetzel asked what they plan to do if the market for age-restricted units 
does not improve.  Ashvani stated he is optimistic it will improve.  Councilman Falkoski 
stated they would have to go to the planning board for approval to make the second half 
open market.  He asked if any site work would be done on the other half of the site.  He 
said his concern is that if TCR were to destroy buildings and not complete the project it is 
still an overlay zone.  Ashvani stated they could ensure that each phase is independent of 
each other and they will only remove buildings when financing is in place.  Borough 
Engineer Darmofalski stated that the Planning Board has another view of this before they  
receive a construction permit.  Councilman Carelli stated he feels that TCR will complete 
this phase and return a year from now requesting the other half be open market.  He also 
stated he would like to see the north side constructed first.  Councilman Guis stated that if 
there is a possibility one half might not be built it is very important that the north side get  
built.  Mr. DeGrezia stated that they are still doing an evaluation.  Mayor Budesheim 
stated there is a $6.25 million sewer deal based on this project moving forward and we 
will benefit from $1.5 million in improvements to our system.  There was additional 
discussion regarding the matter.

There was a brief discussion and it was decided it is not 
necessary to replace the sirens.  The Fire Chief has also requested reimbursement for the 
hepatitis shots.  Mayor Budesheim stated that we are applying for a grant to cover the 
shots and administration.  The Fire Chief has also reported that they found problems with 
the hydrants at the Wal-Mart site.  Mayor Budesheim stated that Wal-Mart is responsible 
for the repairs.  The Fire Chief would also like to purchase various equipment from his 
budget at a cost of $6,778 and pagers at a cost of $2,140 from the capital budget. 
 
Councilman Guis reported that he and the DPW Superintendent have researched the 
purchase of a shelter for the showmobile.  The cost including installation would be 
approximately $3,500.

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PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NO. 2: 
 
Scott Mefford, 122 High Street, Butler stated he wished to update the Council on the 
events at 22 Overlook Drive.  He stated that on September 19th he discovered the soil is 
being removed outside the development into the Ringwood area.  He said that same day a 
soil mining permit application and fee were filed with the Borough Engineer and 
Municipal Clerk but he had to wait a few days for a copy.  He stated that also on that date 
a memo from the Borough Engineer’s office appeared regarding completion of 
improvements on the property.  He stated that the office of the engineer felt this was an 
unsafe situation which is the reason no soil movement permits were in place at that time.  
Mr. Mefford stated the only thing that is unsafe is that he has a giant bulldozer that’s 
carved out within one foot of the property line that hangs over his property line, and his 
two children and a dog haven’t been out since September 6th.  He stated the orange 
construction fence is hardly anything we can look at as far as safety issues.  He also 
stated the application fee and escrow fee for engineering review appeared on the 18th.  He 
stated the soil mining permit which originally listed the total quantity removed as 300 
cubic yards was changed to 95 and he can assure that he counted 100 to 200 trucks that 
he knows hold more than 95 cubic yards.  It also says the hours of operation will be 7:30 
to 4:00 and on eight different occasions that was violated.  He also stated the soil mining 
application was not dated or notarized.  He stated they would also be challenging the 
permit request for the Borough Engineer who states that he’s reviewed the application.  
He said he read in the Suburban Trends that Mayor Budesheim stated that preserving 
open space is a number one priority in Riverdale.  He asked when someone would step in 
and start preserving the open space that’s being disturbed on his side. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that he would not comment and that Mr. Mefford has filed a 
court action against the borough.  Mr. Mefford stated the tort claim means that there may 
be a situation for suit and he’s giving the council the chance to rectify it but they’re not 
interested.  Mayor Budesheim stated that Mr. Mefford has accused a lot of people of a lot 
of things and he will find out he is quite wrong. 
 
There being no further comments, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded 
by Councilwoman Wetzel, to close the public session.

Councilman Falkoski stated some of these items would already be reviewed if 
they have a liquor license.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated these are an attempt to give 
reasons why a license can be withheld.  There was additional discussion regarding 
possible applicants for this license.  Councilwoman Wetzel questioned whether this 
would apply for events held at the Senior Community Center if we were to rent it.  
Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated we might need to be more specific in the ordinance.  
Mayor Budesheim stated that the fact that they have a loudspeaker and amplifier is 
what’s triggering this and he doesn’t see the need for it.  Councilman Falkoski stated this 
would create leverage to be able to control something that is taking advantage and 
creating a public nuisance.  Mayor Budesheim said he understood and agreed with the 
purpose but continued to question the need for background checks and the person’s 
character.  Councilman Guis stated that a licensee’s personal life doesn’t necessarily 
reflect how a business is run or the entertainment.  There was continued discussion about 
the relevance of these items.  Councilman Astarita stated there is no harm in putting the 
questions on the application and asked what the down side would be.  Mayor Budesheim 
stated he is trying to make it easier and we don’t do this for any other business.  
Councilwoman Wetzel stated the only item she would eliminate is 5 which is concrete 
evidence of bad character.  Councilman Carelli said the application should ask if you’ve 
ever been convicted of a crime without listing the crimes.  It was decided items 4 and 5 
on page 3 should be eliminated.  There was additional discussion regarding interpretation 
of the ordinance, organizations that would be exempt and whether the license would  
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ORDINANCES (continued): 
 
apply to the organization sponsoring the event or the establishment hosting it.  Mayor 
Budesheim asked if it was necessary for security personnel to first be approved by the 
Chief of Police.  There was discussion regarding concern for liability and it was decided 
to eliminate that requirement.  There was additional discussion regarding security 
requirements and interpretation of the ordinance.  Councilman Falkoski stated that this is 
a proven ordinance.  Mayor Budesheim stated that he would rather address the problem 
that is triggering this ordinance.  Councilman Falkoski stated he did not agree because 
this problem could arise in some other place in the future.  This town is growing and we 
should have something in place that is not discriminatory.  He stated that this had been 
discussed a few meetings ago and asked why it is suddenly an unreasonable thing to do.  
Mayor Budesheim stated the meeting is for discussing it.  He then stated that he felt a 
suspension of license for six months is excessive for a first offense.  Most of the 
problems are occurring in the parking lot and are not necessarily controlled by the 
business owners.  There was discussion regarding the penalties and fees.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated this is going to far beyond what he had imagined.  Councilman Astarita 
stated there was no point in creating an ordinance that has no teeth.  Councilman Falkoski 
stated this model ordinance was chosen because it has the simplest application process.  
There was discussion whether a license should be required for a one-day event.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated that one establishment spurred this on where the noise and disturbances 
were going beyond its boundaries and that’s the one we should address.  Councilman 
Falkoski stated that would be discriminatory.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated that we were 
caught off guard because we didn’t have an effective ordinance in place and we don’t 
want that to happen again.  Having something in place protects us.  Councilman Falkoski 
stated that it is a good ordinance that will help the town.  There was discussion regarding 
how to address security in the parking lot.  It was agreed that due to the number of issues 
Ordinance 26-2006 would be tabled until the next meeting. 
 
After a brief discussion it was agreed Ordinance 25-2006 would be tabled until the next 
meeting. 
 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NO. 2: 
 
Robbie Paige explained what they have done as far as sound testing at Dexter’s.  He 
stated that the music cannot be heard on Mr. Falkoski’s side of the street.  He stated he is 
concerned with the proposed ordinance, as he understands his license could be taken 
away if there is a complaint that car wheels are screeching in the parking lot.  He stated 
that he was given approval to operate a club and now is being told he has to pay for it and 
it can be taken away if there’s some public nuisance in the parking lot.  Mrs. Paige stated 
that they don’t have any summonses and no one ever came to them with complaints.  Mr. 
Paige stated that a Riverdale police officer informed him his security should not leave the 
curb in front of his establishment.  Police Chief Soules stated that they should not have a 
confrontation with people in the parking lot but they can have a presence there.  Mr. 
Paige stated that he is trying to be compliant and get along with his neighbors.  He invited 
anyone to come up on a Friday or Saturday night and listen.  Councilman Falkoski stated 
that Mr. Paige is accusing him of trying to put them out of business and he wants to set 
the record straight.  He said he’s been in government for a long time and if he’s against 
an issue he will fight against it but if the issue passes he’ll support it with all his strength.  
He said he was not in favor of the club going in there but he recognizes that it is there and 
Mr. Paige is entitled to run his business but not to disturb the neighborhood.  There was 
disagreement between Mr. Paige and Mr. Falkoski.  Mr. Falkoski agreed the noise from 
the music has improved but the parking lot disturbances are unreasonable.  There was 
discussion regarding security to control the parking lot problems and whether the 
property owner or business should be responsible.  It was agreed that security provided 
by the police department would be more effective than a security company.  The cost 
could be $75 to $95 per hour.

Councilman Falkoski reported on the problem of transferring funds from the fire and 
police budgets that had been appropriated for purchases for those departments.  The 
firemen were unaware of the transfers and Councilman Falkoski stated they felt they 
should have at least been notified.  Borough Clerk Talerico mentioned at this time the 
transfers were needed due to funds being needed by other departments that were short in 
their budgets.  Also, that if the purchasing practices among department heads were 
utilized in the proper manner by obtaining purchase orders prior to making purchases, 
this problem would not exist at the end of each year requiring the transfers to cover 
expenditures made prior to checking balances in their accounts.  The encumbrance 
system is required by law in the State of New Jersey for this exact reason of not over 
expending budgets.  Ms. Talerico also mentioned that both she and Councilman Carelli 
and Finance Officer Kenneth Sesholtz had discussed putting a purchasing policy in place 
to be followed by all departments. 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported that there are possibly two people leaving the DPW in 2007.  
One will be replaced for the building cleaning and maintenance.  The other may not be 
replaced.  The Borough of Butler now hires out its lawn maintenance to a private 
contractor and it costs them approximately $12,000 per year.  It may be more beneficial 
for the borough to do the same for our grounds maintenance and not replace the other 
employee. 
 
Councilman Carelli brought up the employee’s salary increases for the year 2007 and 
discussed the increase being 4%.  The council members discussed the increase and 
decided it was a reasonable one.  Councilman Carelli stated that he would have the 
resolution ready for the next meeting so the payroll would not have to include months of 
retro pays. 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported on the possibility of changing the parameters of offering of 
health benefits to employees.  Possibly not offering family coverage to new hires, the

employee would have to pay for the family portion of the policy as a payroll deduction if 
they opt to take it.  Also, at this point a lot of the existing employees opt for the 
Traditional Plan which is a more expensive plan but may not be any better that the NJ 
Plus plan.  If the employees that are on the Traditional Plan changed to NJ Plus, 
Riverdale would save approximately $60,000 per year.  This idea will have to be 
investigated and probably would not be able to go into effect until 2008.  We will also 
have to check the police contract to be sure it does not state that they have to be offered a 
better or comparable policy. 
 
Municipal Clerk Talerico mentioned that there is a problem with the way personal days 
are addressed in the personnel policy manual.  It does not give any time limit of 
employment prior to the employee being entitled to taking their personal days.  It was 
discussed to possibly address it as 1 day for every 4 months employed for the first year. 
 
Borough Engineer Paul Darmofalski reported that a thorough investigation of the quarry 
dust is being done through the new Health Officer, Peter Correale, and a tentative 
meeting is planned for January 5th at 9:00 a.m.  He is awaiting confirmation on the date 
and time.
