COUNCILMAN GARRETT ASTARITA: 
 
 First let me say that it has been my honor to serve Riverdale as your Councilman 
for the past 15 years.  I want to thank my fellow residents for having the trust and 
confidence in me to elect me to a sixth term.  The next several years will present a 
challenge for all New Jersey municipalities while we struggle through the 2% cap with 
the issues with consolidation, as always trying to keep our municipality affordable to our 
citizens.  As in the past, I am confident this Council along with our Mayor will face these 
issues head on and keep the citizens of Riverdale first in our minds.  In closing, I pledge 
to work with my fellow councilpersons to keep Riverdale a great affordable place to live 
for all our residents.  I do feel the future of Riverdale is a bright one and I am privileged 
to be part of that future.  Thank you. 
 
COUNCILMAN JOSEPH FALKOSKI: 
 

I’d just like to wish everyone a happy and prosperous New Year and thank the 
voters for re-electing me to serve another term on this Governing Body.  It is an honor 
and a privilege.

REMARKS MADE BY MAYOR WILLIAM BUDESHEIM: 
 

2010, a year in which the way we govern our municipality was changed 
considerably.  We are now greatly restricted in the way we are able to provide the 
services our residents and business community expect from their local government.  The 
past year was a learning experience for the Governing Body.  We learned a lot about the 
people we work with and how to best adapt to a changing landscape.  This past year the 
state imposed a 2% cap on the amount the local municipalities are able to increase their 
taxes.  For us the amount we can increase taxes is $90,000 or one tax point.  How are we 
to apportion that $90,000 throughout the budget?  Some examples of the challenges we 
are facing: 
 
1. The Morris County MUA increased its garbage tipping fees over the past 12 

months by 8.1%.  This is done a 2% world resulting in an increase of at least 
$12,000. 

2. The Riverdale PBA through their contract will be receiving an average salary hike 
of 8.25% for a total of $102,000. 
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REMARKS MADE BY MAYOR WILLIAM BUDESHEIM (continued): 
 
3. The Passaic Valley Water Commission increased its rates to the municipalities for 

the second year in a row.  This year it went up an additional 5% after going up 4% 
in 2010.  Since we hadn’t had a water rate increase in over two years, we were 
forced to increase our water rates by 30 cents per thousand gallons this year. 

 
Among the line items exempt by the state from the 2% cap are the pension costs and 
medical insurance premium increases over 2%.  These are the two line items that are 
controlled by the state and we have received our notice that the health insurance 
premiums are increasing by 16.7%.  Again, this is in a 2% world.  The public employees’ 
pension system charges the towns 11.05% of the employees’ gross pay and the police 
pension premiums are billed to the municipalities at a rate of 29.36%.  When you add the 
police pension costs and - let me just say here this isn’t meant to focus any special 
attention on police.  This is the result of a system under which we are living and this is 
the result of a contract that this Governing Body proposed and adopted.  It’s not a 
negative reflection on the department but this is reality and this is what we’re facing.  
When you add the police pension costs to the matching taxes, workman’s comp and 
health benefits there is a 57% add-on.  How does that translate into dollars?  The 15 
members of the PBA are slated to make $1.34 million in base pay in 2011 and adding our 
costs to that we will be paying out $2.12 million.  That’s 47% of all the taxes that we 
collect from the municipality. 
 
Over the past four years, though, we have been cutting the operating budgets for many of 
the line items up to 30%.  We had to lay off an inspector in the Building Department at 
the end of this year.  We will not be continuing our Municipal Alliance Committee saving 
money there.  We have reduced some of our banking costs for the court system.  We 
challenged Verizon.  They were going to withhold their personal tangible property tax for 
2011 which comes to about $103,000.  We challenged them on that.  We sent letters and 
we got our legislators involved and it went to the Attorney General’s office.  We got a 
call from Senator Pennacchio this morning that Verizon has agreed that what they were 
attempting to do was not right so we are not going to lose that money at this time.  This 
year we became part of MCUrgent which is using the social networks to notify people of 
road closures, snow closings and so forth.  We’ve reactivated our CERT teams.  We have 
a new Deputy Coordinator, Russ Hatzel, a policeman from Mt. Olive who lives in 
Stoneleigh.  He’s been reactivating that so that’s going to become an active organization 
within our community.  In December we honored Jack Norton who just celebrated 50 
years as an active fireman in town.  This coming year we’ll be honoring Bill Bowersox, 
another 50 year veteran of the Fire Department.  These two men are at every single fire 
especially during the day.  The Community Center is of course one of the treasures of the 
town.  Last year we had over 400 events at the Community Center.  We now have the 
pavilion set up at the Glenburn for outdoor activities and so forth.  We have $250,000 we 
received in grants for historic preservation of the Glenburn and we’re going for another 
grant.  By the end of this year we’ll have awarded a contract hopefully that will totally 
renovate the interior of the Glenburn for events.  We got good news last week.  It looks 
like we will be saving Slater’s Mill.  We’ve made arrangements with some private 
business people who will be purchasing it for us to give the Riverdale Art Center time to 
raise the funds.  They want to move their headquarters there and start restoring it.  So we 
have a lot of good things coming up and a lot of challenges.  The Council has always 
been very supportive and we enjoy working with each other and I’m looking forward to 
that this coming year. 
 
Mayor Budesheim announced that Senator Pennacchio just arrived.  He told the Senator 
that we are extremely grateful for all of the work he did for us in dealing with Verizon 
and it means a lot to the residents not to lose that $103,000. 
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REMARKS MADE BY MAYOR WILLIAM BUDESHEIM (continued): 
 
Finally, this coming year we’re going for a new reval.  We had one about five years ago 
but unfortunately we did that at the peak of the values of residential properties and the 
residents paid a bigger portion of the tax bill.  We want to bring the assessments into line 
to fair market value so we’ll be doing that this year.  That should help with the property 
owners’ taxes that they pay and hopefully stop the bleeding of the tax appeals that we’re 
getting hit with.  There’s so many and unfortunately we’re not winning them. 
 
Senator Pennacchio wished everyone a happy and health New Year.

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MAYOR REPORT: 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported on results from the energy audit we had done for the Direct 
Install program.  The total project cost is about $269,000.  New Jersey Clean Energy 
Program covers about $137,000 which leaves about $132,000.  According to the survey 
we would get back that money in energy savings in 3-1/2 years but we have to act on this 
by January 21st.  After a brief discussion it was decided that Councilman Guis and Mayor 
Budesheim would go over the details of the proposal. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded by Councilwoman 
Wetzel, to authorize the Mayor to execute the 2010 Direct Install Program Application 
and Participation Agreement with Donnelly Energy Solutions.

Mayor Budesheim reported that he discussed changes to our sick leave policy with the 
Personnel Committee and would like to have further discussion at the workshop meeting.  
He stated that sick days are there for employees who are sick and not as a retirement 
bank.  He suggested accumulated sick days be capped at 130 and that we don’t pay for 
unused sick time.  There are a few employees nearing retirement and we are not looking 
to take anything away from them.  If anybody retires within 3 years I would like to see us 
honor whatever benefits were in place at that time but we have to do something to cut 
down costs.  We’ve been doing a lot to cut costs.  We’ve had a 69% drop in interest cost 
on our notes, we’ve been trimming the o/e budgets and some are down 30% from four 
years ago, we’ve switched utility carriers hoping to save 10% or 11%.  And now, the 
biggest ticket.  In 2010 the 18 police officers including salaries and benefits cost us 
$2,753,000.  The non-sworn officers (dispatchers, crossing guard and secretary) came to 
another $300,000.  The operating budget, vehicle maintenance, fuel, etc. adds another 
$150,000 to the overall police budget with a total of $3.2 million.  The Riverdale tax rate 
is broken into three components with the amounts going to the school, the county and the 
borough.  The borough’s share of that tax is $4.5 million; therefore 71 cents out of every 
tax dollar went to the Police Department leaving just 29 cents available to run the rest of 
the town.  We cannot continue to do this.  We can’t continue going down this road.  It has 
to come to an end.  My goal is to bring that percentage down from the 71% to a much 
more manageable 50% of the tax revenue for the borough.  There are two way to 
accomplish that.  One is to raise taxes sufficiently to cover that goal and that would 
require a 42% increase in our tax levy.  Such an approach is absurd and not worth 
mentioning.  The other way, and I believe the only appropriate way, is to lower local 
government spending in the Police Department.  However, with the 15 sergeants and 
patrolmen covered under the PBA contract, they are slated over the next two years 
between 2011 and 2012 to get an overall 23.38% raise so this isn’t going to be easy.  But 
I promise I’m going to do all that I can with the help of the Governing Body and the 
cooperation of the PBA to bring down that expense to the 50% level within the next four 
years.  I believe it’s something that can be done with oversight and hard work.  I believe 
that goal is obtainable and I know it is a goal worth fighting for.  I want to let you know 
where we stand and what we’re being confronted with. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
Councilman Guis raised the issue and Borough Attorney Oostdyk reported on CDL 
license requirements.  We do not have a policy in Riverdale with the CDL license to do 
drug testing and several other requirements under CDL we are supposed to be doing.  We 
will look at policies of other municipalities and at the regulations to begin to get us into 
compliance. 
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COMMITTEE REPORTS (continued): 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel reported that the Borough of Riverdale has been approved and 
will be receiving an artifact from the World Trade Center.  She applied to the Port 
Authority of New York and New Jersey requesting something.  We don’t know yet what 
it will be but she was very proud and pleased to hear we would be receiving something 
prior to the 10th anniversary of September 11th.  Details will follow.    
 
Councilman Loesner reported on a system that was implemented for time reporting by 
the DPW and Police Department.  A weekly time sheet will be attested to by the 
employee and department head and kept on file with the Borough Clerk.

That was changed and we never got to the point of negotiating how we were going to do 
that.  I personally felt the best way was to go back to the original way.  The contract to 
me is clear on how the comp hours are calculated after that.  It worked before and I don’t 
see why it wouldn’t now.  I think that is the issue. 
 
Councilman Carelli stated that procedurally, because we have the issue with timing, if we 
were to deny the grievance tonight, they have 5 days to appeal that decision but the 
committee doesn’t have the power to change the decision.  He asked what they would 
actually be negotiating and could we still come to a resolution if we do that.  Borough 
Attorney Oostdyk stated that things can be appealed and resolutions are always possible, 
but you need a decision on the grievance issue tonight.  Councilman Loesner stated that 
the only thing we can do is deny the grievance.  We don’t have a choice.

It could save us upwards of $250,000 in premiums in 
a year.  The savings come in because we’ll be self-insured for the first $2,500 to $5,000.  
Under the PBA contract we have to give them 60 days notice and get their approval.

Mayor Budesheim reported on the budget he has been working on with Finance Officer 
Ken Sesholtz.

We have a 3.5% spending cap and a 2% levy cap which 
means we are able to increase our tax levy by $90,126 this year.  Because of the added 
ratables we can increase our tax levy by another $31,890.  That’s the total amount we can 
increase our spending.  There are certain exclusions to the cap, most notably those 
expenses that are controlled by the state.  The State Health Benefit Plan and the pension 
costs are increased so our tax levy can go up another $118,000.  This budget that’s been 
prepared with a zero increase across the board, and while removing the two retired police 
captains’ salaries, the amount to be raised by taxation to meet this spending would 
require $5,234,000 which puts us $487,521 over our tax levy.  The primary reason for 
that is our miscellaneous revenues were down by $700,000 last year so we have to cut.  
Mayor Budesheim distributed worksheets and explained the expected percentages that 
need to be cut from each department’s budget.   
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
Councilman Falkoski reported on the issue of a $400 per month gas bill for the firehouse.  
The bays are kept at 52 degrees and there’s a timer for the meeting rooms that are usually 
at 62 degrees.  We need to compare the bills with the same period last year.  There could 
be a heat loss issue in the building. 
 
Councilman Guis reported on the Haycock, Mead, Arlington paving project.  Grant 
money will cover the pavement, sidewalks, curbing and we’ve talked about whether to do 
the water infrastructure or not.  If we want this job done this year we have to make this 
decision.  He reviewed the engineer’s cost estimates and recommendations.  There was 
discussion regarding the options and availability of funding.  We currently have an open 
ordinance for water main replacement with $193,000 left.  This work has to get done 
before the road project. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Carelli set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Guis, to 
go out to bid for full replacement with two options to repair water infrastructure on 
Haycock, Mead and Arlington.

The Committee consisting of Councilman Falkoski, Councilman Loesner and 
Councilman Guis reported to the governing body the conclusions reached at their meeting 
with the PBA consisting of Chief Tom Soules and Pat Harden and John Barone on 
February 10, 2011.  The conclusions are as follows: 
 

1) Present accrued comp time to be used by end of 2012. 
2) Nine (9) hours of comp time to be awarded each month rather than 108 hours 

credit at beginning of year.

5) All future annual comp time awarded would attempt to be used by the end of 

the year in which awarded.

Mayor Budesheim expressed that this concept is giving the PBA something without 
getting something in return because if they are using the time during that month you are 
giving them the time that they have not earned.  Mayor Budesheim explained what the 
reasoning is behind this theory of giving them the 4 hours of comp time during a month 
then they have not earned the comp time.  The committee members disagreed with this 
and stated that they did not feel they were giving the PBA something they did not earn.

Mayor Budesheim stated this ordinance revises the employee sick time policy.  It is for 
review and possible introduction at the next meeting. 
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OTHER BUSINESS: 
 

1) The rebidding of the Street Sweeper is scheduled for March 17th at 11:00.  The 
notice of bids was published in Wednesday, March 2nd edition of the 
Suburban Trends. 

2) The hearing of the approval of the placement of clothing bins at the Walmart 
parking lot applied for by Amvets – 459 Ridge Road, Lyndhurst, NJ is 
scheduled for March 21, 2011.  

 
There was no discussion on the above items. 
 
2011 BUDGET REVIEW: 
 
Councilman Falkoski asked why we had $784,108 less in revenue this year.  Mayor 
Budesheim explained that last year we anticipated $1.325 million in surplus.  To be able 
use that same amount this year we would have had to generate $2.65 million.  We 
generated roughly $700,000 so the surplus is down to $900,000.  We don’t have the 
surplus revenue to offset tax increases.  The building department was down $284,000.  
He explained how new ratables affect surplus and that surplus was used to keep the taxes 
from increasing.  Mayor Budesheim stated that he asked everyone to start working on 
their budgets and start making cuts and asked Councilman Falkoski what he had come up 
with in his department. 
 
Councilman Falkoski stated the salary budget for the Police Department is down almost 
5% from last year.  You showed me $303,000 and I don’t see how you can cut that a 
great deal without doing something drastic.  The County is creating a dispatching service 
and Pompton Lakes is also willing to do something like that.  The budget for dispatcher 
salaries is $211,952 and we pay $10,000 to Butler for 9-1-1 service.  If we outsource with 
the County they estimate a cost of $175,000 to $190,000.  Pompton Lakes is estimating 
$167,800 and it could be negotiable.  That would cut $52,152 and that is something we 
might want to look at. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that we need to decide tonight.  This budget has to be 
introduced at the next Council meeting and we have to decide if we’re going to go to 
referendum. 
 
Councilman Falkoski stated that was the only thing he could see to do anything with.  
The only thing you could talk about - and I hesitate to do that and wouldn’t want to even 
think about it - is reducing the force but I don’t think that’s something we should even 
consider.  If we’re going to cut someplace I think other places should be looked at, too.  
Mayor Budesheim stated that’s still $250,000 short.  Councilman Falkoski said the only 
way to do it is the referendum.  Mayor Budesheim asked what we do it fails.  Councilman 
Falkoski said it’s up to the entire Council to decide and not just him and asked if anyone 
else had something. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel brought up cutting equipment and vehicles. 
 
Councilman Loesner stated that we’re definitely looking at a pay freeze for the year.  
Outside of furloughs I don’t see any redundancy in personnel.  Furloughs save us only 
about $15,000 and a pay freeze $25,000.  Operating expenses being frozen saves $63,000 
so we’re looking at not even $100,000. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that the Council has to come up with a budget and there’s 
$487,000 that has to be cut by law.  There was discussion regarding cutting salary and 
expenses in the Fire Department, additional operating expense and other cuts. 
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2011 BUDGET REVIEW (continued): 
 
Councilman Loesner stated the only two budgets that have at least $300,000 are the 
library and police.  You have to reduce head count and the people have to know what it 
means if they vote down the referendum. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that you are talking three patrolmen.  Police Chief Soules stated 
that he wished somebody could explain why we’re in this fix.  This town was doing great 
and all of sudden something went wrong.  Mayor Budesheim stated that Governor 
Christie forced a 2% cap on us regardless – no exceptions, nothing.  It’s not our fault and 
not one person here wants to make the cuts.  Councilman Loesner stated that the town is 
responsible for picking up the garbage, protecting the citizens and making sure their 
houses don’t burn down.  To me, everything else is inconsequential. 
 
PBA President Harden asked for the projected date of the layoffs.  Borough Attorney 
Oostdyk stated that we have to look at the requirement for notice.  Councilwoman Wetzel 
stated that cutting three guys in one department is a lot.  Maybe we can find at least one 
of their salaries in a combination of other departments.  We can’t ask the Police 
Department to give up everything and the Fire Department to give up nothing. 
 
Sam Dedio asked if there was any cost to the Borough for the summer concerts.  
Councilwoman Wetzel stated that there has never been a penny spent out of the town 
budget for the concerts.  Mr. Dedio then stated that anybody on the Council who is 
receiving health benefits should be informed that they should be taken off.  That will save 
the town at least between $15,000 and $20,000.  It’s not a full-time position for a 
Councilperson and I think anybody who is on it should come off or pay for it. 
 
Mayor Budesheim announced a 5 minute recess at 8:29 p.m. 
 
Mayor Budesheim called the meeting Back to Order at 8:52 p.m. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that he would be working on the budget with Councilman 
Carelli between now and the next meeting. 
 
Councilman Guis reminded the Council that we have three options on the water line 
before paving Mead Avenue.  His recommendation after speaking again with Engineers 
Bill Ryden and Paul Darmofalski is to do nothing at this point.  Council agreed 
unanimously with his recommendation. 
 
Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Guis, to go to 
referendum to exceed the tax levy cap at the April 27, 2011 election.

Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that we would have a formal resolution with amounts 
at the next meeting.

· The savings in 2011 will be $102,342 plus social security and workers comp 
($12,800.00).

· Employees will be subject to the state-mandated contribution towards the cost of 
health benefits.  Currently it is one and one-half percent. 

· This provision would remain in effect regardless of the outcome of the 
referendum. 

· Savings $19,600 in 2011. 
 

C. 
 

· Switch to the new proposed health benefit plan.  Savings in 2011 will be $55,000. 
· In 2012 the annual savings would be approximately $225,000. 
· This provision would remain in effect regardless of the outcome of the

The cars are brought to the property for the owners to pick 
them up.  Councilman Loesner told Mr. Levinskaya he must adhere to the site plan and 
restrictions that were filed with the town.

MAYOR BUDESHEIM APPOINTS SERGEANT KEVIN SMITH ACTING 
POLICE CHIEF 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that the Police Chief is planning to retire effective June 1st and 
has been asking about his replacement.  Our ordinance requires 15 years experience and a 
Bachelor’s Degree preferably in Criminal Justice.  Sergeant Smith and Sergeant Danzo 
meet those qualifications.  Sergeant Smith has been the ranking officer and has a Masters 
Degree in Criminal Justice.  I would like at this time to appoint Sergeant Smith as Acting 
Police Chief through the end of this year with a $100 per week stipend and no overtime.  
This will give the Chief time to prepare him for taking over the role and dispel a lot of the 
concerns that we may be bringing in a Public Safety Director or a shared chief service.  
This will be a probation period and give him time to prove himself. 
 
Councilman Loesner asked if this falls under the promotion ordinance.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated that it falls within the ordinance but there is no testing. 
 
Councilman Falkoski stated that he supports this but not the way it was done.  Being 
chairman of the Public Safety Committee, it would have been nice to have someone 
consult me about it before it was made fact.  I was concerned about what was going to 
happen in a leadership position when the Chief did leave and I had heard those rumors 
about Public Safety Directors which I thought was a bad idea.  I support this because of 
the qualifications of Sgt. Smith and because the Police Department is a quasi-military 
organization and the normal order of things is that the next senior officer move up into 
that position, and that would be Sgt. Smith. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel stated her concern is that we only heard about this through the 
grapevine.  I think as a courtesy to the Governing Body, when we are asked to give our 
support we should at least know something about it.  I’m not against the idea but my 
concern is a financial one because we are going to be asked to discuss finalizing a budget.  
We don’t have any figures in front of us and the Finance Chairman is not here tonight.  I 
was waiting for follow up from Councilman Carelli so I have no clue whether or not we 
have met our obligations to balance the budget.  We need more information before we 
can make a decision on another person’s position. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that if Sgt. Smith is going to be ranking officer you have to pay 
him ranking officer pay.  This is the equivalent of a Lieutenant’s pay.  This was going to

be discussed tonight but since word got out we felt we should make it a formal 
appointment. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Guis set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Falkoski, to 
appoint Kevin Smith as Acting Chief of the Riverdale Police Department.

   (4 ayes – 0 nays – motion carried) 
 
MAYOR REPORT: 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported that the Township Manger of Pequannock is planning to 
make an application for a grant for a program with FEMA to buy out the houses on 
Harrison Road.  That is the most flood prone neighborhood in Riverdale and we have five 
houses there.  He asked if we would support this and take part in this program.  The 
homeowners would not be forced to sell but if they want to get out this would be the best 
way for them to do that. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Guis, 
authorizing Mayor Budesheim to inform Pequannock Township that we are willing to 
take part in a program for a grant with FEMA to buy out houses on Harrison Road. 
 
ALL IN FAVOR. 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported that we have vehicles to retire.  He requested Council 
approval to sell them on GovDeals.com and sell one car to an employee for the Blue 
Book value of $2,000.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that sale would be subject to 
reviewing the legality. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Guis set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Falkoski, to 
authorize Mayor Budesheim to sell a 2006 Chevy Impala, 1998 Chevy Tahoe and 1999 
Chevy Tahoe on GovDeals.com and to sell a 2000 Pontiac Grand Am to an employee for 
the $2,000 Kelly Blue Book value, subject to Borough Attorney review. 
 
ALL IN FAVOR. 
 
Mayor Budesheim acknowledged Riverdale Recycling and the Riverdale Quarry for their 
assistance and expertise in assisting the borough with the rock slide on Overlook Drive 
last Wednesday.  We had to put emergency access through to High Street in Butler.  
Riverdale Recycling donated their equipment to spread the stone and spent the afternoon.  
The Quarry took pictures and came up with a plan for removing the rocks and stacking 
them to block any further rock slides.  They sent two pieces of equipment and spent the 
afternoon and we got the road open.  That equipment alone would have cost us about 
$10,000 to rent. 
 
Mayor Budesheim announced that we found out today we are no longer in the 26th 
Legislative District.  We are now in the 40th and Scott Rumana is our new Assemblyman.

Councilwoman Wetzel reported on the World Trade Center artifact we will be receiving. 
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COMMITTEE REPORTS (continued): 
 
Councilman Falkoski reported that Patrolman LoPorto will be leaving because of the talk 
of possible layoffs.  He has been hired by the Borough of Chatham and I wish him good 
luck in the future.  
 
OTHER BUSINESS: 
 

1) Request from Alexan Riverdale – Riverdale Road – to authorize Mayor 
Budesheim to endorse a letter from TCR to Morris County Engineering 
Department confirming that the Borough of Riverdale is not ready to install 
and monitor the traffic signal at the intersection of Newark Pompton Turnpike 
and Riverdale Road (CR 651).  (copy of letter transmitted to council with e-
mailed agenda) 

 
Councilman Falkoski asked if this was valid.  Mayor Budesheim stated that we haven’t 
seen a need for it. 
 

2) Request from Chris & Mandy Natoli, 72 Riverview Terrace, requesting 
permission for a curb cut due to construction of an attached garage which will 
cause the existing curb to interfere with pulling straight into the garage.  (copy 
of print submitted, transmitted to council with e-mailed agenda) 

 
Mayor Budesheim stated this is a very small piece to straighten the driveway.  
Councilman Falkoski stated that in looking at the plan the site is non-conforming and 
they will need a variance for the garage.  Councilman Guis stated the foundation is 
already in so they must have gotten their variances and building permit. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Guis set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Loesner, to 
approve the following resolutions: 
 

1) Authorizing Mayor Budesheim to endorse a letter from TCR to Morris County 
Engineering Department confirming that the Borough of Riverdale is not ready to 
install and monitor the traffic signal at the intersection of Newark Pompton

2) Approving request from Chris & Mandy Natoli, 72 Riverview Terrace, for a curb 
cut due to construction of an attached garage which will cause the existing curb to 
interfere with pulling straight into the garage, provided variances and building 
permit have been obtained. 

 
ALL IN FAVOR. 
 

3) Garbage collection for small businesses. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that these businesses put out one or two pails for collection.  
The ordinance doesn’t address it.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that our practice has 
been to accept only residential in our municipal garbage collection.  Councilman Guis 
stated that from the trash hauler’s perspective it’s sometimes hard to tell.  We have small 
businesses that look like residences and buildings that have businesses downstairs and 
apartments upstairs.  Some valid points were raised by one of our small business owners.  
These small businesses for the most part draw very little in the way of services and he 
wants to know why they can’t put out two garbage cans.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk 
stated that if we’re going to re-examine the issue we should have an ordinance before us 
to discuss.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk will obtain some draft ordinances for review. 
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PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NO. 2: 
 
An unidentified resident expressed concern about how you would define small business.  
Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated these are discussions we will have when we look at 
this. 
 
An unidentified resident suggested limiting garbage pickup to retail-professional with 
square footage limits. 
 
An unidentified resident inquired about the road underneath the bed of the access road in 
the Overlook section.  Councilman Guis stated that they couldn’t find it.  We will meet 
the residents to see if they would be amicable to paving that road.  
 
There being no further comments, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded 
by Councilwoman Wetzel, to close the public session. 
 
ALL IN FAVOR. 
 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
 

1) Final decision on 2011 Levy Cap Referendum – April 27th Election. 
 
Borough Clerk Talerico asked if there would be a referendum.  Mayor Budesheim replied 
that there would not. 
 
Councilman Falkoski asked if we would be discussing the matter.  Mayor Budesheim 
stated that we decided at the last meeting that we weren’t going to referendum.  
Councilman Falkoski stated that we hadn’t decided, just that we wouldn’t do it at the last 
meeting.  Mayor Budesheim stated that we would need to have a budget presented 
tonight.  Councilman Falkoski asked how we know we don’t want to go to referendum.  
Mayor Budesheim stated that at the last meeting no one spoke in favor of going to 
referendum.  Councilman Falkoski recalled that at the last meeting someone wanted to 
make a motion to not go to referendum and I confirmed with the attorney that if we didn’t 
make the motion would be still have the option.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that 
you do. 
 
Councilman Falkoski stated that if we can’t meet our cap what does that mean for the 
town.  Mayor Budesheim stated that you will have to cut.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk 
stated that there will be no alternative - you will have to meet the cap if you’re not going 
to referendum.  Councilman Falkoski stated that the action to be taken to meet that cap 
could be drastic.  We may be talking about layoffs.  I have problems every year with the 
budget session – I’m the one who looks for more information that we really get.  I think 
this year has been the worst experience I’ve ever had going through budget deliberations 
because we’ve really had none.  We’re supposed to introduce the budget before April 8th 
if we’re going to referendum.  We don’t even know if it’s possible to not go to 
referendum.  If it means layoffs I think we should still have the option of going to the 
referendum and letting the citizens decide whether or not they want layoffs or pay a little 
more.  That’s the purpose of the referendum.  Councilman Falkoski and Mayor 
Budesheim disagreed about the budget process.  Councilman Falkoski stated the budget 
process is sitting down with the department and going over the budget line item by line 
item. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel stated she has an issue with what’s going on with regard the 
budget.  I reached out to Councilman Carelli after every budget meeting and his answer 
to each of my questions was “we’re working on it”.  When I asked him to clarify who 
was working on it he said “Bill and I”.  He has not asked us for any input over the last 
few weeks and I personally made some suggestions with regards to cuts.  I made it  
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UNFINISHED BUSINESS (continued): 
 
perfectly clear at one of the meetings I didn’t think the answer to the budget problems 
was decreasing any one department.  It was never addressed.  Mayor Budesheim stated he 
handed out sheets at every meeting with suggested cuts and no one said whether they 
agreed with them or not.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated that she told Councilman Carelli 
she was not comfortable walking into another meeting to approve a budget without 
having figures in front of her.  His answer was he didn’t have any because Bill is still 
working on the numbers.  He was going to meet with the Police to work on the $150,000 
deficit and we were waiting to hear the result of that.  I called he said he didn’t meet with 
them and we’re still $150,000 short and Bill is working on it.  Mayor Budesheim stated 
the no one ever called him. Councilman Carelli hasn’t met with the police; he’s been 
extremely busy at work and is away this week so there’s nothing to vote on tonight.  
Councilwoman Wetzel stated we are all still in the dark with regard to these numbers and 
a solution and the implication is we are not making any progress because we are not 
doing anything.  That is all the information I have with regard to this budget.  Mayor 
Budesheim said she should have called him.  He explained his budget and said he’s 
within $65,000. 
 
Councilman Loesner stated that after the last meeting he felt confident we were going to 
meet the cap without a referendum.  The PBA was hesitant to agree with anything 
because the numbers kept changing and they wanted specific numbers.  I’m more than 
confident we can meet the cap.  Mayor Budesheim agreed. 
 
Fire Chief Dan Sturm asked why the Fire Department had a $2,000 cut in salaries and 
$5,000 in O/E.  Mayor Budesheim explained the $2,000 cut in salaries brought the 
appropriation down to what we spent last year.  The $5,000 was money needed from the 
O/E budget.  We’re not cutting anyone’s salary.  Chief Sturm was concerned with the 
amount budgeted for clothing allowance since they have three new members.  That’s 
13% and no one else was cut even close to that.  Mayor Budesheim stated that 
DPW/Streets and Roads was cut almost 20%.  Chief Sturm said that with the department 
size and money they bring in they won’t be able to operate.  He doesn’t understand why 
the salary cuts aren’t an even number across the board.  Mayor Budesheim told him it 
can’t be even.  Every department was cut something.  Chief Sturm said the Mayor and 
Council only got a 3% cut.   Mayor Budesheim stated we have to cut $487,000 out of the 
budget.  Fireman Jack Norton asked if anything was cut from the OEM salary budget. 
 
Resident Joan Garcia stated the Fire Department is probably the only place where we can 
ask the citizens to come up with more money without raising their taxes.  Nobody wants 
the Fire Department cut and if we put it to the citizens I think we can raise $8,000.  She 
offered to help with fundraising. 
 
Councilman Falkoski stated that it is confusing that the list showing the amounts cut 
doesn’t show how much remains in each budget. 
 
Police Officer John Barone asked the Mayor and Council why they were against the 
referendum.  Mayor Budesheim stated that he personally didn’t feel it would pass and it 
would cost about $4,000.  Councilman Loesner replied that once the number came down 
to around $150,000 and Councilman Carelli was confident we would make it without 
drastic reductions, I felt comfortable not going for the referendum.  I agree with the 
Mayor that it wouldn’t pass.  Officer Barone commented that a change in the health care 
plan was included in the budget but the police committee has not met to discuss it.  
Councilman Loesner said that Councilman Carelli has the numbers we need and we also 
want more information on the proposed health care plan.  Councilman Guis stated that he 
is also against the referendum.  I think it will go down, it’s expensive and we’re confident 
we’ll get through this.  There was a discussion regarding who would be on the committee 
to discuss issues with the PBA. 
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UNFINISHED BUSINESS (continued): 
 
Resident Brendan Magennis asked Mayor Budesheim for a summary of what constitutes 
the $487,000 we need to cut from the budget.  Mayor Budesheim explained the cuts and 
responded to his questions regarding the budget process. 
 
An unidentified resident stated that we should try going to referendum to keep everything 
in tact.  Another resident asked what the Glenburn costs the taxpayers.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated that nothing comes out of this budget; it comes from grants and a trust 
fund.  The resident suggested the town investigate parking meters. 
 
Fireman Mike Norton asked about cuts to the OEM Budget and salary.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated that $3,500 was cut from $5,500 O/E and salary was cut $225 from 
$14,400.  Mr. Norton stated he’s been with the Fire Department a long time and speaking 
as a resident has seen no action from the OEM in this town.  He asked who gets that 
salary.  Mayor Budesheim replied that he does.  Fireman Jack Norton stated that if any 
place should be cut, the OEM is non-existent.  Our Fire Chief patrols the town.  Resident 
Joan Garcia stated she is on the CERT team and was patrolling with the Mayor during the 
last flood.  Jack Norton stated that for the salary the OEM people are taking the taxpayers 
are getting short cut.  He said this is a problem we’ve had in this town that should have 
been addressed a long time ago. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel stated that legally we need to have an OEM and that budget was 
one of the specific line items she discussed with the Finance Chairman and received no 
follow up. 
 
Brendan Magennis commented that recently other positions have become paid positions.  
For one, you have a recreation person that’s being paid.  In years gone by someone 
volunteered to do that work.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated that recreation is her 
department and was her volunteer job almost 28 years ago.  She explained how the 
department runs today and that Mrs. Carelli gets paid to oversee the Community Center.  
Mr. Magennis said that it should be a self-funding operation. 
 
An unidentified resident stated that if there would be layoffs involved, the right thing to 
do is put it to referendum. 
 
Mike Norton asked how many members of the Council receive health benefits.  Mayor 
Budesheim replied none.  Two received health benefits last year and the savings is about 
$25,000. 
 
Members of the Fire Department requested a meeting with Councilmen Falkoski and 
Carelli to go over their budget before the next meeting. 
 
Councilman Loesner set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Guis, not to have a 
referendum to exceed the 2% tax levy budget cap. 
 
ROLL CALL: Ayes:      Loesner, Guis  
   Nays:      Falkoski, Wetzel 
   (2 ayes – 2 nays – motion failed) 
 
Borough Attorney Oostdyk clarified that the motion did not pass.  You would need to 
have a budget and have a special meeting in order to go to referendum. 
 
Councilman Falkoski stated for the record that he would like to see us go to referendum. 
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UNFINISHED BUSINESS (continued): 
 
Resident Joan Garcia stated she would want to know who we’re laying off before voting 
on a referendum. 
 
Brendan Magennis said he’d rather lay off recreation jobs than police. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel stated that we are chipping away at a very large number.  There 
are places that can still be cut hopefully without any layoffs. 
 
Councilman Loesner stated he is very confident we will work something out without 
laying off anyone.  Councilman Guis agreed. 
 
Mrs. Garcia asked if there were any more ratables coming for next year or anything that 
can be put off for this year.  Mayor Budesheim replied there were no ratables coming on.  
We do have hundreds of thousands of dollars in ratables we’re losing in tax appeals.  
Mayor Budesheim explained the circumstances that have lead to us being in this position 
with the budget this year.  If we had been having tax increases every year we wouldn’t be 
in this position. 
 
Fire Department members questioned the recreation director’s salary.  Jack Norton stated 
that he did not want his tax dollars to pay for parties at the Community Center.  It should 
be profitable and pay for itself or we should close it.  Councilman Loesner stated the 
Senior Community Center gets used more than any other building by almost every citizen 
of this town.  Mr. Norton stated the seniors could meet in another building and we should 
raise the fees.  Mayor Budesheim stated that we just raised the fees and if we eliminate 
the recreation director position it would shut down the Community Center. 
 
There being no further comments, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded 
by Councilman Guis, to close the public session. 
 
ALL IN FAVOR.

The market 
is down and this is a good price and if we wait we could loose the opportunity, and could 
also sell to a re-developer and put the money into construction of not for profit.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated that he would ask the council to pass a resolution to authorize the intent 
for Bob Michaels to prepare the application for this process, when the closed session is 
reopened. 
 
Councilman Carelli handed out a spread sheet for the budget to help explain how the gap 
could be closed in the budget with regard to the police without knowing if they are going 
to agree to amend their contract and if the ideas are alright with the governing body.  A 
meeting with the PBA concluded that there is a possibility they will agree to pay the 
1.5% towards their health benefits before the close of their current contract.

Mr. Conforte 
explained how rates are determined and that we chose Blue Cross because it is the same 
network the employees have now.  The plan the Mayor looked at is the Health 
Reimbursement Account which has a partial self-insurance and the carrier becomes the 
insurer at a certain point.  Mr. Fisher gave a presentation comparing proposed employee 
premium contributions.  He emphasized the cost savings with the proposed plan 
compared to the current plan.  Mr. Conforte explained how a Health Reimbursement 
Account works, gave a summary of the benefits and answered questions from the 
Council. 
 
Councilman Guis had concerns with administration and handling of the paperwork and 
wants to compare other plans.  He was also concerned with potential liability.  
Councilwoman Wetzel stated the plan is very confusing.  Mr. Conforte stated that these 
rates are much lower than current rates and said you don’t save that amount of money 
without making some changes.  Councilwoman Wetzel asked what the pros and cons of 
this plan are.  Mr. Conforte stated that the cons are you have a higher maximum out of 
pocket expense, more expensive office visits and more cost sharing for hospital stays.  
The pros are for the first $2,000 you get 100% care and the biggest plus is for the town 
because there’s so much savings.  Councilman Carelli asked how much commission was 
built into the rate.  Mr. Conforte stated this pays 4.2% or 4.4% commission.  It is 
regulated by the insurance company whether you use a broker or not.  The administrative 
charge for the third party processor is about $350 per month.  Councilman Carelli asked 
for a detailed comparison sheet for the plans which Mr. Conforte said he would provide.  
Councilman Carelli asked if this plan has been implemented in any other municipalities.  
Mr. Conforte replied that he has not and Mr. Fisher replied that there is one in Bergen

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MAYOR REPORT: 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that he had been appointed to a committee by the League of 
Municipalities to study the impact of the loss of the Energy Receipts Tax and the effect it 
has had on the local budgets.  The Energy Receipts Tax is a property tax that up until the 
1990’s or late 1980’s was always collected by the towns.  At that point the state said they 
would collect it and would pass it along to the towns.  They are now skimming 55% off 
the top of all those revenues and disperse the remainder.  We worked on a spread sheet 
and we are sending it to the towns.  This year alone Riverdale lost $403,000 and we were 
over originally $487,000 on the budget.  You can see the impact that the loss of these 
revenues has had.  In the past five years we’ve lost $1.364 million.  When you combine 
that with the state passing along pension increases to the municipalities to bail it out 
you’re looking at over $2 million.  When people want to know where the revenues go 
from the added assessments, that’s where it goes.  It’s had a horrible effect on the local 
communities and we’re working to get that money back to the towns.  It’s important that 
the people realize what we’re losing and what we’re working under.  Five years ago it 
was only $78,000 we lost and this year it was $403,000. 
 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NO. 2: 
 
Michael Reilly, 14 Greenwich Street, asked if it was a new law that OEM Director is a 
three year term.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk responded that it has always been a three 
year term.

Mayor Budesheim stated this property is the old Verizon building.  Our contract with 
them is subject to getting COAH approval but we need the ordinance in place. The 
money is in a trust fund for this purpose. Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated the ordinance 
will authorize the execution of the contract.  The property owner has agreed to the term 
that it’s contingent upon COAH allowing us to amend our fair share plan to allow the 
spending of money for this particular purchase. 
 
Councilman Loesner asked whether the fuel tanks were removed or inspected.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated that according to their testimony at the Planning Board they already 
passed phase II of the DEP test.

PRESENTATION BY LAND CONSERVANCY OF NEW JERSEY: 
 
Mayor Budesheim introduced Barbara Davis, Vice President of Programs at the Land 
Conservancy of New Jersey, whom he invited to provide information for discussion at the 
workshop meeting.  He stated that we had joined with Pequannock on a FEMA 
application to buyout homes on Harrison Road but we did not qualify. 
 
Ms. Davis stated that she and David Epstein, President of the Land Conservancy, met 
with Mayor Budesheim to talk about their land preservation program and flood mitigation 
work they’ve been doing in Pequannock Township.  The Conservancy is a non-profit 
located in Montville and they work with towns throughout the state.  They are focusing 
efforts helping towns in the Passaic River Basin address problems with flood control and 
flood mitigation.  She provided packets with information related to Riverdale that 
included a sample agreement for review and a list of services they provide.  She 
described work they’ve done with Pequannock for their Riverwalk project along the 
Pompton River.  They’ve purchased 14 properties and closed a street and their out of 
pocket costs are born by the Open Space Trust Fund and Green Acres and average 17%.  
The properties are each about $250,000 and the municipality has been able to match that 
with county and state funds.  Morris County has held up this project as a model.  We’ve  
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PRESENTATION BY LAND CONSERVANCY OF NEW JERSEY (continued): 
 
helped Pequannock Township receive $1,837,900 in grants just for the Pompton 
Riverwalk project from Morris County and have assisted them with their FEMA 
application for Harrison Road.  Two properties that didn’t qualify for FEMA funding are 
the basis on their 2011 county grant application.  The Land Conservancy is looking to get 
other sources of funding to help buy out those second tier properties that don’t meet the 
severe repetitive loss requirements, and create an interconnected walk. 
 
Ms. Davis answered questions from the Council.  There are seven properties in Riverdale 
on Harrison Road as well as Pan Automotive. The fee is $12,000 annually and all the 
towns pay for the service out of the Open Space Trust Fund. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel proposed that the Council change the meeting format.  Years ago 
our first meeting of the month was a workshop meeting and the second was a formal 
meeting.  We later changed that format to have it available to us to vote on issues at both 
meetings.  I think it would serve us and the public better if went back to having a true 
workshop at the first meeting to discuss the issues and a formal meeting as the second 
meeting.  The Mayor and Council agreed that it was a good idea but will retain the option 
to take formal action at either meeting if necessary. 
 
The Governing Body decided to change the time of the next workshop meeting on 
Wednesday, July 6, 2011 to 6:00 p.m. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel reported on the Summer Concert Series.  She made it clear that 
the concerts are not a budgeted item.  This year she made an agreement to showcase four 
bands that will perform on Wednesdays in July from 7:30 till 9:00. 
 
Councilman Loesner reported that he met with Acting Chief Smith to discuss his 
manpower proposal and will prepare something for a workshop meeting in the future.  He 
also stated he will represent the Governing Body at the school graduation ceremony. 
 
Councilman Falkoski reported on the Grievance filed by PBA 335 on 4/12/2011.  The 
Borough Attorney determined that this was not something to be grieved since the 
appointment was for an Acting Chief.  Our Chief is retiring as of July 1, 2011.  
Councilman Falkoski provided the Council with a copy of the procedure that has to be 
followed for a promotion to Chief.  Three of the Sergeants have shown interest in taking 
the procedure which consists of an oral exam and a personal interview.  The promotional 
committee is comprised of the Mayor, Chief of Police and a member of the Borough 
Council designated by the Council.  Chief Soules is willing to come back and sit on that 
committee and we would like to schedule this to take place on June 30th. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Carelli offered the name of Councilman Falkoski as the Council 
designee to the Promotional Committee for Police Chief.  Mayor Budesheim asked if all 
were in favor.

Councilman Falkoski reported that Acting Chief Smith has researched software to keep 
track of scheduling, overtime, comp time, etc.  He received a quote from Jivasoft 
Corporation for $2,800.

Fire Chief Sturm reported on additional problems with vehicles that need repair. 
 
Councilman Falkoski reported on the possibility of eliminating the copy machine in the 
Court office.  He stated that they do have to have their own copier due to the confidential 
nature of what it copied.  The choice is to continue the lease and get servicing on the 
machine, buy out the existing machine at $1,773, buy a new machine at $4,642 or take a 
lease at $172.28 a month for a 36 month lease or $132.54 for a 60 month lease.  There 
was discussion regarding the matter and it was decided that Councilman Falkoski will 
investigate the amount of copying done and see if there is a less expensive machine 
available. 
 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
 

1) Grievance filed by PBA 335 on 4/12/2011. 
 
This matter was addressed during Committee Reports. 
 
Mayor Budesheim announced a two minute recess to set up for a Power Point budget 
presentation. 

 
PUBLIC HEARING AND ADOPTION OF 2011 MUNICIPAL BUDGET: 
 
Mayor Budesheim gave a presentation of the 2011 Municipal Budget.  He explained that 
we are working within the new 2% levy cap as required by state law for the first time.  
Some of the areas where we’ve been trying to reduce spending are shared services and 
reducing the borough work force.  We will continue to do that, possibly restructure health 
insurance and have gone to alternate utility providers.  Overall the municipal rate went up 
1.7 points.  The school went up .28%, the county went up 1.64% and the borough 3.4%.  
Of the 1.7 tax points 56% was by state mandate to cover the increase in the state pension 
cost over our 2% cap.  We spent 44% to provide all the borough’s needs.  The municipal 
portion of the tax increase for the average assessed house of $355,000 is $60.35.  We 
reduced spending from last year a total of 7.4%.  About half of our budget is for fixed or 
statutory expenses.  Mayor Budesheim gave a breakdown of budget revenues and 
explained how surplus, tax appeals, state aid and energy receipts tax affect the budget and 
tax rate. 
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PUBLIC HEARING AND ADOPTION OF 2011 MUNICIPAL BUDGET 
(continued): 
 
Joan Garcia commented on revenues from the Court.  Councilman Falkoski stated that 
the Police Department is down from 18 to 14 members and we’ve had to eliminate the 
traffic squad which is why that revenue has decreased. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated he has some concerns about this budget but there isn’t much 
that can be done due to the 2% cap.  One area of concern is using water surplus to make 
this budget work.  Since not all residents are water users that means this budget is being 
funded in part through surplus in the Water Department.  We raised water rates last year 
to reduce debt service, allow for capital improvements and because the Passaic Valley 
Water Commission has been increasing water rates 4% each year and the Pequannock 
River Basin rates are going up.  By using this money we are doing much like what the 
State did in borrowing from another account to pay for today’s expenses. 
 
Mayor Budesheim announced the meeting was open to the public for comments on the 
budget. 
 
Linda Anders asked for clarification of using the water surplus.  Mayor Budesheim 
responded. 
 
An unidentified resident asked if we’ve looked into accepting water payments 
electronically.  Mayor Budesheim stated that we did and it would cost the borough 
money. 
 
Linda Anders asked about court revenue from tickets.  Mayor Budesheim asked if there 
was a court report.  Councilman Falkoski reported the court report for the month of May.  
The amount to the Borough for 2010 year to date was $126,940 and 2011 year to date is 
$95,462.  The total that came into the court for 2010 year to date was $318,804 and 2011 
year to date is $237,628.  There was a discussion about adding one officer to re-create the 
traffic squad and how that might affect ticket writing and revenue. 
 
An unidentified resident asked if there was money in the budget to hire another officer.  
Councilman Loesner stated that they’re working on that.  It has to be done within the 
existing budget. 
 
There being no further comments, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded 
by Councilman Astarita, to close the public session.

Councilman Carelli set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Astarita, for the 
Adoption of the 2011 Municipal Budget.

There was a brief discussion and it was decided to further investigate the matter.  Clerk 
Talerico also reported that Best Buy has submitted a request to open their doors at 5:00 
a.m. on November 24, 2011.  She reported that we received another application for 
clothing bins.  We received a request for a curb cut on Riverview Terrace.  Councilman 
Guis told her to forward it to the Borough Engineer for review.  Clerk Talerico also 
reported that Dexter’s got a special ruling to have their liquor license renewed.  We also 
received a letter from the Bicycle Touring Club of North Jersey regarding their rally and 
she will forward a copy to the Police Department and DPW Superintendent.   
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BOROUGH ATTORNEY REPORT: 
 
Borough Attorney Oostdyk reported on changes the state has made to affordable housing 
contributions. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
Councilman Falkoski reported on the test results for the Police Chief applicants.  Acting 
Chief Kevin Smith came out on top and at the next meeting we’d like to appoint him as 
full Chief.  Mayor Budesheim stated he had discussed salary with Acting Chief Smith.  
Next year as a Sergeant he’d be making $100,662.  We discussed bringing his salary as 
Chief to $105,000 effective July 1st and bringing it up to $120,000 effective January 1, 
2012.  This will bring him up a little above the contractual rates for Sergeant and 
Lieutenant.  Councilwoman Wetzel had concerns with the salary with regard to the 
position.  She asked if we ever do a probationary period before implementing a full 
salary.  We’re already discussing future increases and we don’t know what kind of job 
he’s going to do. We’re making a big decision and I think it’s a very large amount of 
money.  Councilman Falkoski stated he does not recall a probationary period in the 
ordinance but he intends to review the ordinance and possibly make changes for the 
future.  By statute he has to be paid higher than lower ranking officers. 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported that the DPW accidentally cut down the new trees planted by 
the Pequannock River Coalition when they were weed whacking.  He recommended we 
replace them using $500 from Open Space.   
 
Councilman Falkoski reported there are two new appointments to the Fire Department.  
He also reported that the Fire Department is in the process of putting an outer door on the 
building.  There will be no cost to the Borough but they need Council approval to get 
their permits. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Guis, to 
authorize building permits to be issued for the installation of an outer door on the 
Firehouse. 
 
ROLL CALL: Ayes:      Carelli, Falkoski, Wetzel, Guis  
   Nays:      None 
   (4 ayes – 0 nays – motion carried) 
 
Resident Joan Garcia inquired about insurance for the exercise classes at the Community 
Center.  She said they are very well attended and suggested we ask for $1 from each 
participant to cover insurance.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated that everything done under 
the offices of recreation is covered under an umbrella of insurance by the borough.  We 
had tried charging $1 at one time, but the attendance is only high at one class.  She will 
discuss the matter further with the Recreation Director. 
 
Mayor Budesheim told Councilwoman Wetzel that he has been requesting a monthly 
report on the use of the building and the rentals at the Community Center.  He would also 
like the calendar of the available dates sent to him at least once a week for the website. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel left the meeting at 6:30 p.m. 
 
Fire Chief Dan Sturm and Ex-Chief Pat Cleary reported on six towns applying for a 
regional FEMA grant.  Pompton Lakes will be the host town submitting the application.  
The grant would be used for Fast Team Intervention Equipment that will benefit all six 
towns.  The Chiefs had been discussing a formula for cost sharing of the matching funds.  
Councilman Guis requested details of the equipment that would be purchased with the 
grant money. 
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COMMITTEE REPORTS (continued): 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that we need to review with Chief Soules the payout of sick 
time, accumulated vacation and comp time we owe him.  He has agreed to have it split 
over the next two years and we should do that by resolution. 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported there is an employee in the Police Department who wants the 
Borough to pay his dental bills.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk asked if we had the request 
in writing.  Borough Clerk Talerico stated that we only have the bill and explained the 
reason the employee was not enrolled in the dental plan.  He had been notified by letter of 
the timeframe of enrollment and he failed to do so.  He has recently completed the 
enrollment paperwork and is enrolled as of July 1st this year.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk 
stated that he would send the employee a letter. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that he verified that the front office copy machine does not store 
data and said that we are trying to eliminate copy machines. 
 
Councilman Guis reported on the Mathews Avenue paving project.  We had an $180,000 
grant and the engineer’s estimate is $188,000.  We have to award the contract before July 
1, 2012.  The D.O.T. will not process the grant until we provide drawings and a survey.  
The engineering and survey cost is $27,400 on the estimate.  The preconstruction meeting 
for the Mead and Arlington paving project is next Thursday.  The Hamburg Turnpike 
pumping station is almost done. 
 
MAYOR REPORT: 
 
Mayor Budesheim commented on Councilman Loesner’s email regarding a committee to 
look into a new health benefits plan.  The Mayor felt there is already a Personnel 
Committee to do this type of thing and we don’t need another one. 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported that we received the $182,000 grant from Morris County for 
the Glenburn.  This will allow for completing the interior of the house, stabilizing and 
putting a new roof on the country store. 
 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NO. 2: 
 
Glenn Venza asked Councilman Falkoski if the court has an issue with using our copy 
machine.  Councilman Falkoski stated that the court office is isolated.  It is inconvenient 
for them to keep leaving their office and their documents contain confidential 
information.  Mr. Venza also asked about the new batteries and a charger for the Fire 
Department.  Chief Sturm stated that the charger was rebuilt and it was approximately 
$400. 
 
Joan Garcia asked if we received any of the flood relief dollars the government was 
giving out.  Mayor Budesheim stated that we didn’t apply this year and are still working 
on getting ours from last year’s flood.  He said we also need to follow up with Pompton 
Lakes for the money they are supposed to reimburse us from their FEMA grant.  Ms. 
Garcia asked about the baseball fields being in disrepair.  Mayor Budesheim said a 
resident emailed him saying it appears the fields are abandoned.  He said he thought the 
Little League was maintaining them. 
 
There being no further comments, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded 
by Councilman Carelli, to close the public session.

Mayor Budesheim stated they have this rally every year. 
 

4) The Building Department, due to the increased construction at the Grande, is 
looking to bring back an inspector for 9 hours a week at $25.00 per hour. 

 
Councilman Guis stated he has an issue with the number of hours and he will have a 
report at the workshop meeting. 
 

5) Discussion:  The need to bring on a new officer for the police department to 
replace Chief Soules.  This would bring the department up to 15 members. 

 
Mayor Budesheim stated that as of last December there were 18 members on the force 
and right now we have 14.  He and Councilman Guis have been reviewing the matter 
with Chief Smith and it will have to be addressed. 
 

6) The NJ Land Conservancy previously made a presentation to the Council 
regarding flood home buyouts.  The Land Conservancy would like to know if 
Riverdale has arrived at a decision yet.

Mayor Budesheim stated that the buyouts would be for residents on Harrison Road who 
are most seriously affected by flooding.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NO. 2: 
 
Bradley Clinton asked whether the discrepancy between the addendum to the police 
agreement and what was printed in the Trends was straightened out.  Mayor Budesheim 
stated that there is a disparity between what was in the Trends and what actually 
happened.  The parties who signed it agreed to what it did say which is that 1.5% will be 
taken out of the police salaries effective May 1st through this year.  Councilman Loesner 
stated the article was based on an interview with a PBA representative and did not come 
from the Finance Committee.  Mayor Budesheim clarified the point Mr. Clinton was 
making is that we reduced the budget amount for salaries and wages based on this 
amended contract and now the budget numbers aren’t reflecting the numbers that we 
were told in committee and what PBA President Pat Harden said in the newspaper.  The 
Mayor stated that we were going to save $30,000 in the Police Budget so why would we 
settle for $24,000?  Councilman Loesner stated there is some discrepancy in what the 
budget agreement was and what was printed in the paper. 
 
Glenn Venza, 14 Macopin Avenue, stated that we are down four police officers from last 
year.  He asked who pays for police staffing for places like Walmart and if it will affect 
standard staffing for the town.  Councilman Falkoski replied that the company who 
requests police service pays for it.  Officers that usually get assigned are not on regular 
duty at the time.  Councilman Guis stated if there’s a problem with performance it’s up to 
the Police Chief to resolve the problem.  Mr. Venza asked how much was allocated in the 
budget for court revenue.    Councilman Falkoski stated the number was approximately 
$300,000.  Mr. Venza stated that the police officers told him they’re understaffed and 
that’s why tickets aren’t being written and that’s why we’re going to have a shortfall in 
our budget of $300,000.  Mr. Venza stated that we need another officer and you have to 
weigh $300,000 against his salary.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated that one person is not 
going to bring in that much revenue.  She stated that there have been some issues with 
morale in the Police Department and we should give the new Chief a chance to do his job 
and address that problem.  Councilman Guis stated that the revenue generated by tickets 
is certainly a byproduct but the whole idea of police work is to make our roads safer.  Mr. 
Venza asked Councilman Loesner if the committee that will look at the health plan will 
be like a collective bargaining thing.  Councilman Loesner stated that the Personnel 
Committee will do a health care examination for the town and as Chairman of that 
committee he will choose his own methods. 
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PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NO. 2 (continued): 
 
Mayor Budesheim commented on the statement made by Councilman Guis that revenue 
from tickets is a byproduct.  We anticipate $313,000 in court fines in order to make our 
budget work.  When we go down from $27,000 to $12,000 in monthly tickets we are 
looking at a projected shortfall of $100,000.  If we don’t want to look at it as a source of 
revenue then take it out of the budget. 
 
Mr. Venza asked if we are eligible to get a traffic camera on Route 23.  Councilman 
Falkoski stated that would not be a good idea.

   Absent: None  
 
Mayor Budesheim announced that proper notice of this meeting was made as to time, 
date, place and agenda. 
 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NO. 1: 
 
Lisa Rose inquired as to the status of her request for payment to repair her windshield 
that was damaged when hit by a rock thrown up from a DPW worker while weed 
whacking.  Councilman Guis stated there is lack of proof and also concern for setting a 
precedent.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated that the Council had discussed the matter at the 
last meeting and decided that we’re not paying for the repair. 
 
Glenn Venza questioned the amount the town is paying for the summer recreation 
program.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated that she didn’t have paperwork with her.  
Councilman Carelli stated the budget was cut about $9,500 and the town paid about 
$6,000 or $7,000 this year towards salaries for the director and counselors.  Everything 
else was paid for by the fees charged to participants.  Mr. Venza stated that there were 92 
participants and he feels the entire summer recreation program should be self-sustaining.  
Councilwoman Wetzel did not agree.  She, along with Councilmen Guis and Astarita, 
explained that the town funds many programs that are not used by everyone and that is 
what makes us a community. 
 
Bradley Clinton asked if Councilman Loesner had verified the savings on the police 
budget.  Councilman Loesner replied the number is $24,000.  
 
There being no further comments, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded 
by Councilman Guis, to close the public session. 
 
ALL IN FAVOR. 
 
RESOLUTIONS: 
 
Councilman Loesner stated that his understanding is the building inspector was already 
told he had the job.  He does not agree that anyone should be told they will be hired 
before it’s done by resolution of the Council as it puts us in an awkward position.  
Councilman Guis stated he would defer to the recommendation of the Department Head 
and will endorse the resolution as amended to 6 hours.  The inspector was told a start date 
with the understanding it had to go through Council approval. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Guis, to 
approve the following resolutions:

OTHER BUSINESS: 
 

1) Best Practices Checklist. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that we did this last year and the state has made revisions.  We 
need to answer 40 of 49 questions in the way the state has determined they should be 
answered or we will start to lose what little state aid we have left.  He worked with the 
Finance Officer to review the checklist and found some deficiencies.  The questions were 
addressed as follows: 
 
Have we adopted a Pay to Play Ordinance?  (The Borough Attorney will prepare an 
ordinance for the next meeting.) 
 
Does legal counsel review procurement specifications and sign off on major professional 
service contracts?  (The Borough Attorney will work out a policy with the Borough 
Clerk.  We will also do a resolution stating that we have instructed the attorney to review 
and sign contracts.) 
 
Our computer system is backed up but data is not stored off-site.  (It was decided to 
check into Optimum for off-site storage.) 
 
Does your municipality require elected officials to attend basic courses?  (The cost of the 
courses exceeds what we would lose in state aid.) 
 
If a vehicle is taken home by an employee the IRS is now demanding that personal use 
and commuting miles be reflected on the employee’s W-2 form.  (The Chief of Police is 
exempt.  Councilmen Guis and Falkoski will review regulations defining personal use of 
vehicles for the Fire Department.  We will begin including all non-exempt personal use 
on W-2 forms.) 
 
Has your municipality established an “Absence from Meetings Policy” for elected 
officials and board members?  (The Borough Attorney will prepare a resolution for the 
next meeting.) 
 
Are contracts for services over the pay-to-play threshold of $17,500 awarded using bids 
or a fair and open process?  (Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated we use the fair and open 
process so the answer is yes.) 
 
Do your municipal firefighters receive annual heart screening in conformance with NFPA 
Standard 1582, Chapter 7.4-7.7?  (Councilman Falkoski will work with the Fire 
Department to obtain more information on the requirement.) 
 
Does your municipality have a transitional duty program (light duty)?  (We currently do 
not have light duty.  Councilmen Loesner and Guis will work to determine what type of 
light duties might apply to the DPW.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that we can 
create a policy.) 
 
Does your municipality provide annual employment practice liability training?  (The cost 
of the courses exceeds what we would lose in state aid.) 
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OTHER BUSINESS (continued): 
 
Is your Police Department accredited by CALEA?  (We are unable to do this.) 
 
Does your municipality have a formal procedure to ensure that all park and recreation 
facilities are inspected/assessed periodically to determine whether proper maintenance is 
being done to ensure safety of the using public?  (Councilman Guis stated we do it but it 
is not formal.  We can include it in a procedure manual.) 
 
The municipality and school board should have a “Joint Yearly Open Public Meeting”.  
(This will be arranged.) 
 

2) The NJ Land Conservancy previously made a presentation to the Council 
regarding flood home buyouts.  The Land Conservancy would like to know if 
Riverdale has arrived at a decision yet. Also have been receiving inquiries 
from residents. 

 
The cost for retaining the Land Conservancy to look into the buyouts on Harrison Road is 
$12,000 which can come out of Open Space.  The buyouts would be an option for the 
residents but not mandatory.  Mayor Budesheim reminded the Council that if Riverdale 
houses are the only ones left on that road we will have to take over the snow plowing and 
maintenance that is currently done by Pequannock.  Councilman Guis was concerned that 
we could have one or two hold outs but said we should start the process.  It was decided 
to have the Land Conservancy send us an agreement. 
 

3) Discussion: regarding changing the Community Center Fee Schedule to allow 
for the collection of some fees for certain exercise classes that charge 
admission. 

 
Mayor Budesheim stated that we had discussed an ordinance to charge $1 per person. 
 
BOROUGH CLERK REPORT: 
 
Borough Clerk Talerico reported that the DPW Superintendent submitted a list of 
clothing bins located in town.  There are several bins in place that have not been issued a 
permit.  She asked what action should be taken since the ordinance does not specify.  
Borough Attorney Oostdyk said that the state statute says we can remove bins that are not 
permitted but it does not give a time frame.  It was decided the Borough Clerk will send a 
letter of notification to either apply for a permit or remove the bins within 10 days or they 
will be removed by the borough.  Clerk Talerico asked if the ordinance could be amended 
to be more specific.  There was a discussion regarding who should be the enforcing 
officer.  Mayor Budesheim stated that right now it’s a police ordinance and not a zoning 
ordinance.  Councilwoman Wetzel asked why we are letting anyone else place clothing 
bins in town for a $25 application fee when Carecycle pays the borough $3,000 per year.  
Borough Attorney Oostdyk will review the state law to see what discretion we have.  
Councilman Guis suggested a sticker with a permit expiration date be placed on the bins 
to aid with enforcement.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk will review the matter with Clerk 
Talerico to come up with a process. 
 
Two invoices from English Paving were approved and submitted for payment by the 
Borough Engineer.  The amounts total more than the $69,227.66 which is left on the 
purchase order.  Councilman Guis stated there was an extra for street signs and new 
stormwater grates.  Clerk Talerico stated that the auditor advised signs weren’t supposed 
to be done because they were not in the original bid package.  Councilman Guis said a 
change order was discussed.  Clerk Talerico said it was not put on an agenda for 
approval.  Councilman Guis will check into the matter. 
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BOROUGH CLERK REPORT (continued): 
 
Best Buy submitted the required application fee to open for extended hours on November 
25th and it will be put on the next agenda for approval. 
 
The RAC is having the Art of Food Festival in September and they are applying for a one 
day liquor license. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Astarita set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Guis, to 
approve a one day liquor license for the Riverdale Art Center Art of Food Festival to be 
held at the Glenburn on September 13, 2011.

A copy of the audit has been distributed to Council mailboxes.  At the next meeting there 
will be the affidavit and resolution stating the Council has at least reviewed the general 
comments and recommendations. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
Councilman Falkoski reported that the Fire Department is having problems with some of 
the hoses.  Pat Cleary reported further on the hoses and stated we are 1,100 feet short.  
The cost is about $770 a length or $8,500.  Councilman Falkoski reported on complaints 
from Pat Reese of William Street regarding late night noise from activities at the Alexan 
apartment complex fire pit area.  Mayor Budesheim said we can look at the site plan to 
see if it is an approved location.  Councilman Falkoski suggested we address the tenants 
association to cooperate and put in some controls. 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported that the patrolman who left is very interested in coming back 
to Riverdale.  Councilmen Falkoski and Carelli will review the numbers to see if we can 
bring him back by September 1st. 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported on the court office copy machine.  43,000 copies were made 
in the past 6 years at a cost of $12,000.  That is 28 cents a copy and they could use the 
front office copier for .9 cents.  Councilman Falkoski asked why we are only looking at 
the court copier.  Mayor Budesheim said the court is averaging less than 20 copies a day 
at $2,000 a year and the matter came up because the lease is 2 years past its expiration 
date.  The only other copiers are in the Police Department, main office and a tabletop in 
the Building Department. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Astarita set forth the motion, seconded by Councilwoman 
Wetzel, to eliminate the copy machine in the court office.

Mayor Budesheim reported that we have a grievance from an employee regarding dental 
bills.  He also reported that the owner of Baroque Jewelers has a concern regarding our 
jewelry ordinance.  It requires him to hold gold he purchases for 45 days before he can 
resell it.  The Mayor recommended we rescind the ordinance and go with the state statute 
requirement of 3 days.  
 
Councilman Guis reported on his meeting with a vendor regarding the CDL requirement 
to have an in house program.  This has been largely ignored among municipalities but  
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COMMITTEE REPORTS (continued): 
 
there is potential liability if you have an accident.  According to the vendor the fines and 
fees are exorbitant.  To put a program in place to monitor employees and set up their files 
is about $1,700.  After that the annual cost is about $350 per year which includes 
everything except the actual testing.  They do random checking, pull abstracts, do the 
review and give training.  The initial setup cost is not dependent on the number of 
vehicles and we can include the Fire Department or Board of Education at no additional 
cost.  Councilman Guis and Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that this matter needs to be 
addressed.  Councilman Guis will investigate further and report at the next meeting. 
 
Councilman Guis reported on the Arlington, Mead, Haycock road project.  We 
discovered drainage pipe that is completely packed solid with soil and the pipe needs to 
be cleaned.  Two vendors were contacted for prices.  National Water Main in Newark has 
root cutting equipment that will clean it at a cost of $2,800 a day and the estimate is one 
day.  The original grant should cover the cost. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Guis set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Astarita, to 
approve a change order for the Arlington, Mead, Haycock road project for root cutting 
and drainage pipe cleaning in an amount not to exceed $3,000.

Mayor Budesheim asked for the status of the pumping station.  Councilman Guis reported 
that the Engineer said there will be no problem getting it done this fiscal year. 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that we have to put an application in for the road project in 
September.  The streets the Borough Engineer is recommending are Highland, Wilson, 
Hillside, Halsey, Federal, Newberry and Brown. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel reported that Summer Recreation is complete and attendance was 
good.  We’re working on programs for the fall and winter months.  The concert series 
went very fast and it went well.  Mayor Budesheim asked her for a new calendar for the 
schedule of events and a report on fees. 
 
Councilman Astarita reported that he accompanied the county inspector through the 
Community Center and he was impressed by the usage. 
 
Mayor Budesheim reported that we had approved a new generator for the police 
department but the vendor is not willing to get a state Business Registration Certificate.  
Councilmen Astarita and Guis will review the specifications and look for a new vendor. 
 
Councilman Loesner reported on making changes to the employee handbook.  He will do 
a full review and propose changes each month at the workshop meeting.  He also 
received 12 responses from employees interested in discussing health benefit concerns 
and possible changes.  He will contact the Borough Clerk to set up a meeting. 
 
Police Chief Smith stated that now is a good time to look at our promotional ordinance 
and he made some suggestions in his report.  A proposal for a car plan is also in the 
report and something we need to think about.  He stated that he could not endorse 
rescinding the jewelry ordinance since it is a useful tool.  Forty-five days is a long time 
but he suggested keeping it at least two weeks or twenty days.  Mayor Budesheim asked 
the Chief to meet with the Finance Chairman to discuss paying off the leased vehicles. 
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PUBLIC PARTICIPATION NO. 2: 
 
Glenn Venza asked Councilwoman Wetzel if the entire complex where the concerts are 
held is non-smoking.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated that there is a designated smoking 
section in the back past the concession stand by the bench. 
 
Joan Garcia commended the recreation department for the summer they gave the town. 
 
Glenn Venza commented that Councilman Loesner made an earlier statement that a 
resolution should be in front of the board for the hiring of the Building Inspector, yet you 
and Paul made a decision with the police without the resolution of the board.  I think 
you’re being disingenuous.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated that Councilmen Carelli and 
Loesner were a designated committee set up to do that.  Councilman Loesner stated that a 
person being hired shouldn’t be told they’re hired until they are. 
 
Councilman Guis reported that in spite of our horrible winter, snow removal last year was 
less than the year before for the season.  He worked out the reimbursement amounts for 
plowing at the Grande, Rock Creek and Powder Mill. 
 
There being no further comments, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded 
by Councilwoman Wetzel, to close the public session.

Police Chief Smith is also present. 
 
Borough Attorney Oostdyk informed the Council that today in the mail he received a 
grievance from the PBA on the issue of denial of dental coverage for the police 
employee.  We had talked about that issue.  The employee did not do the follow up that 
was necessary for the Borough Clerk’s process for the application for coverage.  Our 
view had been that was the employee’s responsibility that they did not follow through.  
The PBA sees it differently and filed a grievance on the grounds that we have denied 
coverage that their contract says he’s entitled to. 
 
Councilman Carelli stated that we didn’t deny it.  Borough Clerk Talerico stated that she 
submitted his application.  He was turned down by the insurance company because of late 
submittal.  He was told when he was hired, I would hope, by whoever hired him that he 
was entitled to dental.  He came in a year later and asked to enroll in the dental plan.  I 
gave him the application, sent it in and he and I both were notified that he had to go on a 
waiting period for 18 months because of his late enrollment and would have to reapply.  
He never did and I don’t believe it’s my responsibility to chase people.  I typically don’t 
and most people are cooperative with it and come back when they are able to re-enroll.  
That was in 2004 and he came in recently within the past year with about $8,000 worth of 
dental bills asking the Borough to pay for them because we refused to enroll him.  He 
was never refused to enroll.  All those years went by and he did go to the dentist and did 
know he didn’t have coverage and never said anything about it.  That’s the history of the 
whole thing.  Several Council members commented that when you go to the dentist they 
usually ask you if you have insurance coverage.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated it appears 
he got dental work done knowing he didn’t have coverage.  Clerk Talerico stated that he 
then tried to get it paid for by the town.  He went to the Mayor and the next thing he was 
in my office and no matter what I said to him he wouldn’t accept what I had to say.  
Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated the next step is that he will send it to our Labor 
Counsel to look at and give us some guidance.  They are now seeking arbitrators and we 
will address it with arbitration.  Clerk Talerico stated that nobody every looked at him 
and said you’re denied coverage.  Councilwoman Wetzel asked if the argument should be 
between the arbitration and the insurance company.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk said the 
insurance company is clearly in the right.  We didn’t pay for his insurance because he 
didn’t enroll.  He was not enrolled so it wasn’t a covered claim.  Clerk Talerico stated 
that he is now enrolled.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that it isn’t an insurance 
company issue and I don’t see it as our issue.  We never denied him enrollment.  The 
issue now is he wants to be reimbursed for all his dental expenses because he wasn’t 
enrolled in insurance.  Clerk Talerico stated that every employee that’s employed comes 
to the office and gets the applications on their own.  Nobody hands them anything.  
They’re told to go to the front office to get the applications for pension, health and dental.  
Even with the health insurance, he didn’t enroll in that right away either.  Somebody else 
came in and got the application and took it home for him.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk 
stated he would proceed and keep the Council appraised.

1) From Leigha Stigman, Property Administrator advising that the Board of 
Directors of the Grande at Riverdale Condominium Association has instructed 
Wilkin Management to inform the Mayor and Council that they are still 
disputing the Municipal Services Reimbursement for snow removal in the 
amount of $5,762.68.  Wilkin Management has previously spoken to the 
Mayor’s office and is working to schedule a meeting with him and the Board 
Members to discuss this matter.  (copy of letter distributed to governing body

Mayor Budesheim sated that he met with the new administrator.  He said his 
recommendation to their homeowner’s board was that our offer was fair.  The formula set 
up by Councilman Guis is dollar for dollar based on what we spent and the amount of 
roads at the Grande.  We are not responsible for shoveling walks and cleaning out 
parking spaces.  They had set up meetings with me and then not shown up.  Borough 
Attorney Oostdyk stated that we have an agreement with them and the only thing they 
can dispute is the figures in our formula.  Mayor Budesheim stated that no action is to be 
taken. 
 

2) From Dan Salameno, Jr.  stating the he is part of the Pompton 
Lakes/Riverdale Little League and during the past few years has helped take 
care of the baseball fields at Independence.  Because of the flooding problems 
at Joe Grill, these fields have become an invaluable part of the Little League 
and he would like to address the maintenance of these fields.  (copy of letter 
distributed to governing body with agenda) 

 
This item was addressed during public participation No. 1. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
Councilman Falkoski reported the Court Report for September 2011.  The amount 
coming to Riverdale 2010 year to date was $244,181.  The amount for 2011 year to date 
is $143,971.  One of the reasons for the difference is we lack a traffic squad right now.  
He also reported that 28 applications were received for a patrolman.  He read a memo 
from Chief Kevin Smith with his recommendation that we hire the top candidate and 
swear him in at the November 21st Council meeting.  He asked the council to make a 
motion to support the hiring of this patrolman 
 
Mayor Budesheim stated that this is coming as new information to the Council and it 
should be discussed at a workshop meeting.  Councilman Falkoski stated that the matter 
had been discussed at other meetings.  Mayor Budesheim stated the Chief Financial 
Officer told him there is no money in this year’s budget and he doubts there will be 
money in next year’s budget.  Councilman Falkoski stated that he obtained the police 
salary and budget numbers from the bookkeeper.  He also stated that we are lacking 
revenue coming in right now because we don’t have a patrol officer doing traffic.  Mayor 
Budesheim stated that he goes by the numbers from the CFO and is not prepared to make 
this appointment tonight.  Councilman Falkoski stated that he asked the Council.  Mayor 
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COMMITTEE REPORTS (continued): 
 
Budesheim stated that it is his appointment and he is not going to make it tonight.  
Councilman Falkoski stated that there may be a way around that if the balance of the 
Council wants to do something.  He said it’s foolish not to do this.  We’re losing more 
money in revenue from lack of a traffic squad than we are anything else.  I asked for a 
motion from the Council.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that it is the Mayor’s 
appointment.  If the Mayor declines to appoint and the Council feels an appointment is 
necessary, there is a mechanism to do that but we’re not at that point yet.  Councilman 
Astarita stated that we have to be very sure that we have the funds before we allow this to 
happen and we need the input of our CFO.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated that we should 
discuss it at length at a workshop meeting. 
 
Councilman Falkoski reported on problems with Ladder 31.  Fire Chief Dan Sturm 
reported that it was damaged while responding to a house fire during the flood.  The 
repair has been made and we hope to be reimbursed by FEMA.  The cost is $1,600 for 
labor and $1,500 for parts. 
 
Thereupon, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded by Councilman Guis, to 
approve payment for the repair to Ladder 31 in the amount of $3,100.

Mayor William Budesheim presiding. 
 
ROLL CALL: Present: Falkoski, Loesner, Wetzel, Guis

Mayor Budesheim announced that proper notice of this meeting was made as to time, 
date, place and agenda. 
 
THE PURPOSE OF THIS SPECIAL MEETING IS TO HOLD A PUBLIC 
HEARING REGARDING THE BOROUGH OF RIVERDALE’S APPLICATION 
FOR A GREEN ACRES FLOOD PLAIN ACQUISITION GRAND (BLUE ACRES 
FLOODPLAIN) 
 
PRESENTATION BY LAND CONSERVANCY OF NEW JERSEY 
 
Mr. Cela:  My Name is Aaron Cela and I work with the Land Conservancy of New 
Jersey who has been contracted with Riverdale Borough to help them with this Blue 
Acres Application and their other Open Space needs.  If I may, I’d like to give a quick 
two minute little speech about the Blue Acres Application and about the properties that 
we’re looking at here.  First of all, again, as you said we’re holding this hearing because 
it is required by Green Acres as part of the Blue Acres grant application process.  The 
minutes of this hearing will be recorded by the Borough and they are required to be sent 
to Green Acres.  They will become part of the application package.  Just quickly about 
Blue Acres itself, Blue Acres is a funding grant within the umbrella of NJDEP Green 
Acres.  The Blue Acres program is a funding program designed to work with the FEMA 
buyout program in concert to allow municipalities to purchase flood prone properties and 
preserve them as permanent open space.  Generally FEMA will, under most of the FEMA 
programs, they will provide 75% of the funding to purchase these properties so the Blue 
Acres grant will provide up to 25% of the purchase cost of the property.  Now, about the 
properties themselves.  The Borough is applying to Blue Acres to purchase 10 properties 
that have been badly damaged by the recent flooding events.  They total about 8 acres 
altogether.  Seven of these properties are located on Harrison Road down here.  Six of 
those are residential properties and there’s one undeveloped property which is the little 
triangle piece down here right on the border with Pequannock.  Of the remaining three, 
one is quite large as you can see here, five acres, and it’s an industrial parcel.  Then 
there’s one residential parcel here and one tiny residential parcel up here.  You probably 
can’t see it because it’s quite small but it’s up there.  Now, all these properties as you can 
see by the stripe here on the map, all these properties are within the floodplain and they 
have experienced extensive damage and they have owners who voluntarily wish to 
participate in the buyout process as is required by FEMA and Blue Acres as well.  Now, 
by removing the structures from these most vulnerable flood prone areas in town and 
replacing them with natural areas, these areas will cease to exacerbate the flooding issues 
and will have flood storage potential, become flood sinks.  This will soak up the flood 
waters that will continue to periodically surge beyond the banks of the Pequannock River.  
In fact, purchasing land for control of flood waters is actually much less expensive than 
the replacement costs for the property damage, especially if it’s repetitive property 
damage on these properties so it makes economic sense to do this as well.  The 
preservation of these properties could actually become a cornerstone for a Riverwalk 
within the borough that I know has been discussed with the Land Conservancy.  It would 
give the public an opportunity to enjoy a beautiful natural area via a trail corridor while at 
the same time providing the flood benefit that I had mentioned before.  Lastly, the 
preservations of the Harrison Road properties in particular provide an extra benefit 
because Pequannock Township has already preserved or are in the process of going 
through the buyout process with all the homes that they have along Harrison Road  
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excluding one.  All of them are either already preserved or in the buyout process 
excluding the one.  So by going through the buyout process with these properties here on 
the Riverdale side of Harrison Road it would actually extend this preservation project to 
make it a multi-municipal project if you will and it would allow citizens of both 
Riverdale and Pequannock to enjoy this open space and conceivably could provide a 
Riverwalk to connect to the various open spaces in the two municipalities and it would 
provide an excellent recreation opportunity for citizens of both municipalities.  That’s 
pretty much it.  It’s pretty straight forward. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel:  Am I to understand there will be one remaining resident down 
there? 
 
Mr. Cela:  Well, he is finally starting to relent.  He is now looking to sell from what I 
hear but he is not officially entered into the buyout program as of yet.  He’s the one 
holdout but that’s his decision.  These programs must be voluntary.  There’s no way to 
force people into this which rightly so there’s no way to force people. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel:  And it’s a Pequannock resident? 
 
Mr. Cela:  Yes, it’s a Pequannock resident.  Here in Riverdale everyone has agreed. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel:  And that large parcel of land, where is that? 
 
Mayor Budesheim:  That’s that Rovic Trucking where the former DeMarco Garbage… 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel:  Oh, okay on the other side of…okay. 
 
Mr. Cela:  This one again it’s rather large which is nice but it’s an industrial property.  If 
you do peruse the application you’ll see that some of the costs to do diligence are larger 
than they would be for these tinier parcels because it would cost a lot more to do the 
survey and appraisal and things like that on a large industrial property. 
 
Mayor Budesheim:  What’s the threshold for the cost benefit?  We were told we were 
excluded from the Pequannock application because the cost benefit ratio wasn’t there.  In 
other words, they wouldn’t be saving enough money.  What is that threshold?  How many 
years do you have to have flooding? 
 
Mr. Cela:  I don’t have the exact numbers in front of me so I will get back to you with 
the threshold.  However, let me just say to partially answer your question FEMA has an 
annual funding round.  Basically every year no matter what if you are what they call a 
severe repetitive loss property that means that you have, and again I don’t want to be 
quoted on the numbers, I’ll get you the exact numbers, but it’s something like $5,000 of 
damage in a 10 year period three times. 
 
Borough Engineer Darmofalski:  Three $5,000 losses. 
 
Mr. Cela:  There you go.  So here are the exact numbers. 
 
Mayor Budesheim:  Three $5,000 losses. 
 
Mr. Cela:  Within a 10 year period, exactly.  Then you get onto what’s called a severe 
repetitive loss list.  Then you are eligible for a FEMA buyout no matter what.  However, 
what makes this time period special is that as I’m sure you guys know after Hurricane 
Irene, New Jersey was declared a Federal Disaster Area which means that all this new 
FEMA funding is becoming available so the rules are a lot less strict as to which  
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properties are allowed to receive funding so that’s the program that we have applied for 
to FEMA and that’s also the program that we’re attempting to link to Blue Acres funding 
as well. 
 
Mayor Budesheim:  Whoever determines the fair market value of these houses 
obviously they’re in a flood area so their value is going to be less, but that doesn’t give 
them enough money to relocate to a non-flood area.  Do they take that into consideration?  
Do they appraise it as if it weren’t really in the flood area? 
 
Mr. Cela:  No, unfortunately. 
 
Mr. Darmofalski:  They appraise it prior to the flood so it’s before any damages take 
place.  That’s the appraisal, and just by my knowledge of other municipalities that are 
going through this project the owners, first of all it’s voluntary as Aaron said, but the 
appraisal will come in at a value and it’s going to be that or the value of your mortgage.  
Some people if they have an excessive mortgage FEMA’s program will allow them to 
pay off their mortgage versus the appraised value which could be higher.  They have a 
snapshot that they take the appraisal at and that’s the way that the system works. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel:  So I guess if I owned a home there and agreed that I would do 
this, they come in, they give me an appraisal or they say this is what we feel it’s worth. 
 
Mr. Cela:  Correct. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel:  Now FEMA will pay 75% of that and your organization will 
pay 25%? 
 
Mr. Cela:  No, not my organization but the state will. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel:  Okay so it comes through Blue Acres so it comes from the 
state.  Let’s say it’s $200,000 so as the owner I’m given $200,000 to walk away? 
 
Mr. Cela:  If the appraisal was $200,000.   Whatever the appraisal number is then yes. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel:  Whatever the number is.  So the agreement is made, I’m given 
that set figure, then I just go. 
 
Mr. Cela:  Then that money is yours and you can go do with it what you like. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel:  And so then how does that affect the property of the town? 
 
Mr. Cela:  The ownership of the property then is deeded to the municipality but there are 
deed restrictions on it that basically say that it has to remain open space.  It becomes 
essentially a municipal park but can’t be developed for baseball fields. 
 
Mayor Budesheim:  So who demolishes the houses? 
 
Mr. Cela:  That’s part of the cost.  If you look at the application, you can see when 
you’re estimating the cost of the project, demolition is one of the costs and so that is 
taken into account. 
 
Mayor Budesheim:  You don’t subtract it from what the person gets? 
 
Mr. Cela:  No.  That’s separate. 
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Mr. Darmofalski:  Could I help the Borough understand your responsibilities on this?  
First of all it’s voluntary.  Let’s say Paul was offered $100 and Paul didn’t want to sell it 
for $100 then you don’t have to do that.  One of the downsides of signing off on this 
program as a homeowner is that your flood insurance will be at the current rate.  Many of 
the flood insurance rates throughout the state of New Jersey and also in Riverdale are at 
grandfathered rates.  So they’re going to pay top dollar, or full value of their insurance 
rates as opposed to being grandfathered.  There’s a down side that if you don’t accept the 
offer there is a consequence to that.  I don’t think it’s a bad consequence but that’s what it 
is.  In the event that all of these properties agree and they’re willing to be bought out, it’s 
the Borough’s responsibility to administer the demolition and the restoration.  We’re 
actually in Lincoln Park going through bids right now and the administration of this 
which is eligible under cost reimbursement through this program for the demolition, the 
administration, the survey; everything along those lines, the closing is all eligible costs 
under this program if it should be funded.  So it’s not money out of your pocket.  The 
other thing that Aaron hasn’t mentioned yet is there is a five year period of time that 
FEMA reimburses you for the ratable that you’ve lost.  So after five years you don’t have 
that ratable any more but they have a sliding scale that they have a five year period that 
you get your ratable.  It will be an eventual loss, the ratable, but you have five years to 
work that into your budgets. 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel:  That was absolutely my next question.  How does that affect us 
as far as it coming off of our tax roll?  Okay. 
 
Mayor Budesheim:   And the cost of providing services to that street with Pequannock 
pulling out is going to exceed whatever the tax rate.  Now the industrial building, is that 
handled the same way? 
 
Mr. Cela:  That is a little bit more tricky.  It may or may not be accepted.  Generally 
these things are for homes but the grant for disasters they don’t exclude other types of 
properties so if there’s any kind of, I mean I don’t know what the property looks like.  If 
there’s waste on there, if there’s things like that, they might not accept it but we’re going 
to throw it in there.  We’re going to see if we can… 
 
Councilman Loesner:  That’s what I was going to ask.  A property like that’s got a 
potential for environmental cleanup. 
 
Mr. Cela:  Exactly.  So we’re giving it a try.  The homes are more what this is designed 
for but we’re going to see what we can do. 
 
Councilman Guis:  You might remember, Paul’s probably more familiar.  There were a 
lot of DEP remediation issues to be done there a lot of which have never been done. 
 
Councilman Loesner:  It’s true. 
 
Mr. Darmofalski:  There’s two issues with the DeMarco property as we all know it.  
One is that there is a pollution issue.  We don’t know what that is and there also was 
some illegal fill that was never remediated.  That was all brought about at the Planning 
Board meetings when we heard the Alexan North project and that was going to be taken 
care of but it’s never been taken care of.  There’s a little bit of work to be done on that 
particular piece if there should be eligible funding for that.  The state will not do it.  They 
actually have a closing that they take title to the property.  They will not do that if it’s got 
environmental issues. 
 
Mr. Cela:  Documented environmental issues could pose a problem.  We’ll see where it 
goes.  It can’t hurt to put it on the application and see what happens. 
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Councilman Loesner:  You would think they would have some kind of program to deal 
with a site like that.  That’s probably the best one to get rid of when you think about it.  
It’s like causing pollution.  Ted and I could knock those houses down in a day and a half. 
 
Mr. Cela:  This is the kind of thing I’m going to want to talk to whoever I can to learn a 
little bit more about exactly who might know about these issues.  Then I’ll go back to the 
office and talk to the rest of my staff and do some more research and we’ll figure out 
exactly what this means. 
 
Mayor Budesheim:  Maybe we should just drop that one and concentrate on the houses. 
 
Councilman Guis:  Here’s my concern.  If we’re openly taking title to this property I 
don’t want to inherit the known problems we have there.  It sounds like it’s a difficult 
part of the application anyway. 
 
Mr. Cela:  Well it’s not difficult to put it on the application but let’s say I’m a little bit 
wary as to whether or not… 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel:  Could this jeopardize the rest of the project? 
 
Mr. Cela:  No, I don’t think it would. 
 
Councilman Loesner:  Could you (indiscernible) if like that one becomes a problem 
where you could take the houses on Harrison Road out of it or does it have to be all or 
nothing? 
 
Mr. Cela:  No.  The way that it’s set up is you can see that Harrison Road which is the 
main kind of priority obviously of the project and of the Borough are all down here.  This 
property of concern is here and then there’s two others spread out.  This is kind of the 
bulk of the project.  This is kind of where we have our focus. 
 
Councilman Loesner:  Do they have the program that runs each year or is it just a one 
time opportunity? 
 
Mr. Cela:  Well, then again there is the annual program but as I said a little bit earlier 
there are some stricter rules.  Instead of who can and cannot apply for the annual funding 
this disaster relief funding gives us a little bit more leeway as to getting this done. 
 
Councilman Loesner:  Do you think we’d have a greater chance of success if we just did 
the residential properties and took out the industrial? 
 
Mr. Cela:  I will get back to you on that for sure but I believe that it would not 
jeopardize the application and if the state felt that this property was not going to fly they 
would take it off. 
 
Councilman Loesner:  But here’s what I’m worried about.  We have the residents, they 
want to get out, we want to help them get out.  I’d hate to lose the opportunity to help 
them because of that site. 
 
Mr. Cela:  Yeah.  Basically… 
 
Councilwoman Wetzel:  Can you do it in stages?  Can we do Harrison Road as phase I 
and be guaranteed that’s going to fly and then move on to phase II? 
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Mr. Cela:  Unfortunately, the way that it seems the state and federal government often 
times work is that they gave us very little time to actually plan this out.  They said okay 
it’s due in a month.  So unfortunately we don’t have time to really submit this in several 
phases.  We have to get everything we can in by the deadline which is the end of the 
month. 
 
Councilman Guis:  If we approve this or we make the request are we committing that if 
the state funds this we’ve going to do it? 
 
Mr. Cela:  Well, the homeowner has to approve it. 
 
Councilman Guis:  I said I know the homeowner has the option to back out of this.  If 
since we don’t have all the answers on this environmental stuff can we, if we find there’s 
an issue there, later pull out or are we committing to it? 
 
Mr. Cela:  I see what you’re saying.  No.  In other words, this money, it’s just like other 
Green Acres funding where if you get the funding for a project then you have the funding 
for the project and if you don’t do the project then the state takes the money back. 
 
Mr. Darmofalski:  Can I just make a few comments about some of your questions?  It’s 
voluntary on your part also.  The state does its due diligence.  If these properties are all 
eligible and they said you’re funded now we have to go through the - they have their own 
environmental review and if they come up with something that’s environmental and 
Riverdale does not want to pursue it or the numbers don’t work it’s going to get dropped.  
They’re going to tell you to drop it.  It’s not really going to be your choice so you’re not 
buying a pig in a poke at this stage of the game.  My knowledge also is that you may not 
be taking title to this property.  It might be the state of New Jersey that takes title to this 
property and you have a responsibility to maintain it meaning that you just let it go back 
to its natural state.  You have the right to use it for active or passive recreation.  You 
can’t build on it. 
 
Mayor Budesheim:  Now these grants, are the grants a legal contract between the 
homeowner, in other words are we just applying for this on behalf of the homeowners? 
 
Mr. Cela:  Yes. 
 
Mayor Budesheim:  So we’re not really going to be active participants in this except for 
the demolition part? 
 
Mr. Cela:  Well, the money goes directly to them. 
 
Mayor Budesheim:  It’s not like it comes to us and we’ve got to pay them? 
 
Mr. Cela:  Honestly I’m not exactly sure if the money goes to you and you have to send 
it to them or if the money gets sent directly to them.  I’m not entirely sure but the only 
way that a homeowner can participate in this program is if they participate through a 
municipality so it’s organized at the municipal level. 
 
Mr. Darmofalski:  The answer to your question is you do have a participation level.  The 
money will roll through the Borough of Riverdale and the timing of it is such that they 
can advance the money in the account and at the closing that money just gets given to the 
homeowner but it goes through Riverdale.  You would be responsible for attending the 
closing with your attorney.  The cost is reimbursable.  The cost of engineering is 
reimbursable.  The costs of other soft costs are reimbursable under this program.  You 
don’t have a lot of properties that we’re applying for right now as opposed to some of 
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your downstream neighbors.  I would strongly encourage you to include what we have 
and let the process take place.  You’re in a severe area of flooding and I think it might be 
granted.  I think you have the opportunity.  Unfortunately, as Aaron said they didn’t give 
the borough a lot of time to put this application together and do a lot of due diligence.  
This has been a rush and he’s done a tremendous job putting this all together and 
coordinating with my office and Bill’s to get this all put together.  They gave you a 
month to put this all together and it’s a lot of work.  I would encourage you to put the 
application in and let’s see where it goes.  You’re not going to buy a pig in a poke and if 
something happens that whether the one house on Harrison has a problem with an oil leak 
or if it’s the DeMarco property that has a problem you don’t have to pursue it. 
 
Mr. Cela:  Nothing binding for the town.  Nothing binding for the land owner.  If it’s 
approved the money goes into an account to be used. 
 
Councilman Falkoski:  So there’s everything to gain and nothing to lose. 
 
Mr. Darmofalski:  The thing to gain at this stage of the game is that the Blue Acres is 
picking up the 25% that FEMA is not.  Normally if you want to make an application next 
year it’s 75% funding and then you come up with the rest.  Now, the county is talking 
about using some of the Open Space money as a potential for buying some of these 
properties or participating.  Blue Acres is really Green Acres money that they’re going to 
use for flood buyout and its Open Space acquisition.  In fact the Governor has put 
forward something to say it’s an automatic let’s use this money that we can use for Blue 
Acres buyout based on this disaster.  We don’t have disasters every year.  The March 
flooding was not a disaster.  The March flooding from 2010 was not a disaster.  The 
flooding from Hurricane Floyd was not a disaster. 
 
Mayor Budesheim:  When all these properties are bought out, what about the block and 
lot?  What happens?  Do they still remain individual or do they merge as one big lot and 
whose name would it be in? 
 
Mr. Cela:  As far as I know they still remain individual. 
 
Mayor Budesheim:  By Planning Board we could merge them all? 
 
Mr. Darmofalski:  I don’t know the answer to that.  I know Lincoln Park in some of 
their buyouts, and I just use my experience there, the individual lots remain the block and 
lot and the tax map shows that it’s under ownership of public.  And their properties are all 
owned by Green Acres of the state of New Jersey.  There are other programs that FEMA 
owns so there’s federal ownership of properties and state ownership of properties.  I do 
not believe that you will be the eventual owner of these properties but FEMA never 
ceases to confuse me.  It could be something different tomorrow. 
 
Mr. Cela:  I do have to say it is funny because I’ve read pages and pages of these FEMA 
regulations and it’s really hard to keep it straight sometimes.  You never can tell but 
probably that’s the case.  Me personally, this is the first Blue Acres application I’m 
putting through.  We’ve gotten very familiar with the Green Acres process but I think 
we’re going to do some more research and obviously just due to time constraints we’re 
going to push this thing through and see where it goes from here and hope that the 
borough is considered eligible for this funding.

Mayor 
Budesheim explained that eight years ago the Council agreed to pay him a certain 
amount to be full time and for bookkeeping reasons we split it up under OEM and 
Mayor.  That caused a lot of confusion over the years so if we could just make it 
under Mayor, I’m looking to turn over the OEM Coordinator to someone else and 
become a Deputy Coordinator.  Councilwoman Wetzel asked if there would be a 
salary for that OEM position.  Mayor Budesheim stated it is in the ordinance but it 
would be by resolution of the governing body.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated 
that if there is a minimum in the ordinance you might feel like you have to put the 
minimum in there.  Mayor Budesheim stated that we have a minimum for Deputy 
OEM Coordinator and we don’t pay them.  There was a brief discussion regarding 
reducing the minimum salary to zero if there will be no salary for a position. 

 
 Thereupon, Councilman Astarita set forth the motion, seconded by 

Councilwoman Wetzel, to introduce the following ordinance and moved its 
adoption.

ORDINANCE 16-2011 
 

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING SALARIES OR WAGES OF 
OFFICIALS AND EMPLOYEES OF THE BOROUGH OF 

RIVERDALE, IN THE COUNTY OF MORRIS 
 

The Municipal Clerk read the notice for the second reading and final adoption. 
 
Mayor Budesheim announced that this Ordinance was open for public participation. 
 
Glenn Venza, 14 Macopin Avenue, directed his comments to Councilmen Carelli and 
Loesner.  He reminded them of a previous presentation regarding the salary of the Mayor 
who is acting as a full time administrator as well as a part time Mayor.  Councilman    
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ORDINANCES (continued): 
 
Falkoski stated that the salary ordinance establishes a salary range for that position – not 
for his salary.  That is another issue that will come before this governing body. 
 
Michael Kheypets, 33 Parkway, asked for someone to explain why we’re raising the 
Mayor salary to $60,000.  Councilman Astarita stated that other towns have borough 
administrators with salaries anywhere from $70,000 to $130,000.  We have a Mayor that 
takes care of the day to day administration who is almost full time.  Mr. Kheypets asked 
if he was interviewed for the job and the response was no.  Councilman Loesner stated 
that we have defined hours for full time employees but not for the position of a full time 
Mayor.  Councilman Falkoski stated there is no ordinance establishing that position.  On 
November 15, 2004 Councilman Guis made the motion and I seconded it to increase the 
salary for Mayor to $36,000 and OEM Coordinator to $12,000.  It also stated that it was 
because of the fact that he was spending these hours working in this borough for the 
mayorship.  It also stated that if the hours changed or it doesn’t work out it could be 
rescinded.  I agreed to it at that time but I do not agree to it at this time because a lot of 
things have changed.  There is no accountability and I don’t know what the hours are.  If 
you have a borough administrator, you establish an ordinance for that position with the 
duties and responsibilities of that position.  That administrator is then accountable to the 
Mayor and Council.  An elected official is not accountable to this body. 
 
Mr. Kheypets asked how many years since 2004 this has been agreed to.  Councilman 
Falkoski stated that it never came up again and it should.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk 
stated that the salary ordinance does not but the resolution that establishes salaries comes 
up with some frequency.  The last time was 2010. 
 
Mr. Kheypets asked why we can’t adjust the mayor’s salary and pay a qualified candidate 
to be the administrator and if the job isn’t done effectively you get removed from the 
position.  Councilman Loesner stated the problem is that an elected official is not allowed 
to hold a position subject to the salary ordinance so they Mayor cannot technically call 
himself the business administrator.  To be the business administrator you would have to 
resign as Mayor.  The business administrators are subject to the accountability of the 
Council.  If we had an administrator and didn’t like the way things were running, four 
members of this Council could remove a borough administrator.  We cannot remove the 
Mayor.  Councilman Astarita stated that we could lower his salary if he didn’t come up to 
our expectations but in lieu of that we would have to hire a borough administrator. 
 
Mr. Kheypets asked what the expectations of Mayor are if there is no job description or 
responsibilities.  Borough Attorney Oostdyk stated that he can’t serve in the office of 
borough administrator but he can assume the duties of Mayor and in some towns those 
duties involve day to day operations.  Mr. Kheypets stated that there’s no job 
responsibilities, no accountability, you’ve never interviewed to find out whether the 
person was qualified to do the job.  You just assumed the person who’s been doing it 
continues to do it and the last article I read in the Trends said that our current Mayor has 
a full time job in Butler two days a week.  Mayor Budesheim stated that he is here seven 
days a week and putting in maybe 60 hours a week and there isn’t a person on the dais 
who would deny that.  Mr. Kheypets asked what he should expect from a borough 
administrator or a full time Mayor different from what he should expect from a part time 
Mayor.  Mayor Budesheim explained that a borough administrator acts in the place of the 
Mayor and Council because they can’t be there all day.  He is the day to day replacement 
for the Governing Body.  Instead of having somebody here represent us, the Governing 
Body seven years ago felt that I was already in office for a year, had proven myself and 
they felt that me being here would be a considerable savings for Riverdale. 
 
Mr. Kheypets said he is still trying to find out what the Mayor does because there is no 
job description.  He asked why he can’t be borough administrator and Mayor.  Borough 
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Attorney Oostdyk explained the reasons under the statute.  If you don’t have a borough 
administrator and the Mayor is doing the functions under the statute then the choice is 
being made to make that a full time position.  Councilwoman Wetzel explained that none 
of the elected officials have specific hours. 
 
Mr. Kheypets stated that the confusion here is the line has gotten so blurred as to what 
part of the job is an elected official and what part of the job is the responsibility level that 
would be of an employee.  Councilwoman Wetzel stated that the Borough of Riverdale 
has never employed a borough administrator and has always run under the jurisdiction of 
the Mayor and Council.  It was a choice to continue to run in that fashion.  Mr. Kheypets 
suggested we should re-evaluate that annually.  We didn’t have $35,000 to hire a police 
officer and you are willing to pass this ordinance without a second thought. 
 
Councilman Carelli stated that the Mayor was being paid under two line items and now it 
looks like he’s trying to clear up confusion.  There was no confusion.  For eight years he 
was paid as OEM Coordinator and Mayor.  At the last meeting he said he wasn’t going to 
be the OEM Coordinator any longer and he was going to be the Deputy.  He didn’t say 
who it would be but someone asked what we’re going to pay the new OEM Coordinator.  
I’m looking at this right now and saying, okay, we’re going to transfer $14,000 into the 
Mayor salary.  So he’s giving up a responsibility but he still wants to be paid for it.  Now 
we’re faced with a new OEM Coordinator coming in and by ordinance we’re obliged to 
pay this person $5,000.  I have a draft ordinance here tonight for your review to reduce 
that to zero.  I don’t know how we can transfer all that money and have someone else 
come in and pay extra money when we can’t even hire a police officer.  I don’t see how 
we can sit here and add salary money when we’re down four police officers.  I don’t 
know what his intentions are and he hasn’t said what they were.  The ordinance today is 
to increase the range from $45,000 to $60,000.  If that passes he’s not getting any more 
money than he has today.  It increases that range and that sets up phase two or three when 
we make the new OEM Coordinator and there will be a resolution at some point, I’m 
sure, to move that over under Mayor.  In our salary ordinance we have other positions 
that we call stipends.  We set them up as stipends because in the event we take that 
responsibility away we’re not going to pay that person for something that they’re no 
longer doing.  We can talk about what I did in the past but I have the right to change my 
mind and the right to say that I’m wrong and re-evaluate things. 
 
Joan Garcia stated that if anyone thinks $60,000 is too much to pay the Mayor for the job 
he’s doing I feel very badly.  Councilman Astarita stated that you’d have to pay a 
borough administrator between $90,000 and $130,000 and the reason we did it is simply 
to save the borough money.  That could change in the future.  This was not political or to 
give the Mayor extra money. 
 
Councilman Loesner stated that he wasn’t part of the original arrangement and was not in 
favor of it at that time.  In the last two years that I’ve been a Councilman I’ve become 
convinced not only that we don’t need a borough administrator but we don’t need a full 
time Mayor either.  If we were to return the Mayor to a $15,000 or $12,000 stipend we 
would not have to hire a borough administrator.  We have a very capable Borough Clerk 
who is also a Qualified Purchasing Agent among other things that she can handle.  She 
has the assistance of a Deputy Clerk who also can handle functions within the town.  
When Mrs. Talerico decides to retire, and I’m sure she will some day, at that time I think 
we would look at a borough administrator.  I’m looking for accountability in this town 
and we don’t get it.  I’ve been shut off from information from the Mayor since the day I 
put a “Joe Falkoski for Mayor” sign in my front yard.  I take it upon myself to educate 
myself on what is going on in town and doing the job the best I can without contact from 
the Mayor. 
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Joan Garcia stated that she is embarrassed and sick of what she sees when she comes to 
meetings.  The general election was very close and that tells me that almost as many 
people have their trust in Councilman Carelli as they do in Mayor Budesheim.  They 
should be working together.  Everyone should be working together and all I have seen is 
a lot of back stabbing and playing.  This whole Council is doing a great job.  This is a 
great town. 
 
Mr. Kheypets stated that he’d like to know that the Council is having discussions about 
whether we need a borough administrator or whether we need a full time Mayor or not. 
 
There being no further comments, Councilman Falkoski set forth the motion, seconded 
by Councilman Astarita to close the public session.
