Being Prepared for an Emergency
The American Red Cross has 5 Actions for Emergency Preparedne

EN

1. Make a Plan - Planning is the first step to a calmer disaster response
Discuss with your family the plan. Everyone in the household should work

together as a team.

2 Build a Kit - Store enough supplies for everyone in your household for at
least three days. These include water, food, flashlight, first aid kit, medica-
tions, battery-operated radio, tools, clothing, personal items, sanitary
supplies, money, contact information, pet supplies, and a map.

3. Get Trained - You can learn simple first aid techniques that can give you
the skills and confidence to help others, Knowing CPR can also save a life.
4 Volunteer - There are so many needs and so many ways to serve the
community. You may consider joining an organization such as the Riverdale
Fire Dept or the Pompton Lakes/ Riverdale First Aid Squad.

5. Give Blood - Blood is definitely
needed in times of emergencies, but
the ongoing need is great
