A Letter from Fire Chief Pat Cleary

After 10 years as Chief and 4 as Assistant Chief, Pat Cleary is
stepping down.

My responsibilities
often took me from family events, and I appreciate her
support and understanding. I believe I have met my
objective to use your tax dollars wisely, while ensuring that
the volunteer firefighters had the tools they need to safely
provide the residents with high quality fire and emergency
services. Our new Chief officers have a good foundation to
build on, and they are ready to lead the fire department into
its second “Century of Service.”

Helpful Health Hints - An Alternative View
Bilberry. The herb bilberry, a European relative of the
American blueberry, contains natural antioxidants that
keep capillary walls strong and flexible. They also help
to maintain the flexibility of the walls of red blood cells
and allow them to pass through the capillaries better.
Bilberry contains anthocyanidins, phytochemicals that
help to lower blood pressure, inhibit clot formation, and
enhance blood supply to the nervous system. Studies
indicate that anthocyanidins can provide up to fifty times
the antioxidant protection of Vitamin E and ten times the
protection of Vitamin C. In addition, this herb protects
the eyes and may enhance vision; supports and
strengthens collagen structures; inhibits the growth of
bacteria; acts as an anti-inflammatory; and has anti-
aging and anti-carcinogenic effects. Tests have shown
that the compound glucoquinine, found in bilberry
leaves, helps to lower blood sugar levels.
